Many of the best and
greatest men have died in agony, but one great
lesson comes Iroui the grave of Horace Greeley,
that it Is good to be one ot the benefactors of inan-
kind. Their faults are buried with them, their
virtues must needs be immortal. (Applause.)

defence, on the lull of June the first village won
captured and the advanced posts of the enemy
were driven back, 1 regret to say with the loss ol
some of our brave men. A rich booty of
si ores and provisions was captnred. The other
village, with two prisoners armed with Remington
rifles, also a large amount of provisions, were sub¬
sequently captured. The guerilla corps since their
Incorporation, on July 18, have suffered greatly,
ha\ Ing been attacked in the Kandal by a strong
column of infantry and artillery, but which waft
eventually forced to retreat by tho heroic courage
or the second company of the Second llolguin bat¬
talion. At the action of Las Tunas the losses of the
guerillas were far from light. Oil the 27tli a forag-
ititf party, while engaged at K1 Kosarlo, under tho
orders of Lieutenant Modesto Kornarls, had a skir¬
mish with the enemy, but sustulned 110 loss, on
the 'Jsth a Spanish guerilla party appeared in the
neighborhood of the encampment of Colonel Va¬
rona, and returned alter losing several men.
On the 1th ol August Colonel Juan Ituz, chief of

the llayamo forces, was attacked In the neighbor¬hood 01 enatro VeredHs by a Spanish force of at
least 600 strong. Alter half an hour's tiring the
patriots retired with the loss of one man. Tho
enemy, it ic reported, lost several men.

On the 14th of August Commandant Ku'ndrigaa

commenced to harass Hie enemy lu the ueigljbor-hood of the hospital at LSajiiru and destroyedseveral houses. Oil the 17tb an engagement to»k

Commandant
Suladrigas It was then agreed should attach the
enemy with the Bayamo forces, Colonel Juan Kuk
with a detachment of those from Culm, under the
orders ot Lieutenant Colonel Aguilera and Com¬
mander Jos«* Medina. The combined forces moved
tn lateral columns, while a small reserve accom¬
panied them, led by Colonel VldaL
After the forces had started they marched

rapidly and soon camc up near to the enemy, while
the reserve was engaged in drawing off its atten¬
tion from the malu body. The enemy, seeing them,
outflanked, retired, alter having made a somewhat
determined resistance. Our loss was four men, in¬
cluding Snb-Lieu ten ant Pedro Conde, who was se¬
verely wounded. The enemy lelt twelve corpses
weltering In their gore, and removed several of
their wouuded.

IlEAVV CAPTURES IROM THE SPANIARDS.
On the loih August fighting took place at Rio

Rico, «nd some desperate liand-tO-hand fight¬
ing with some Ainety mounted Spaniards took
place, the patriots being commanded by Prado and
Andes Mirabal. The Spaniards beat a cowardly re¬
treat, leaving thirty-tour horses, with accoutre¬
ments, 6,ooo cartridges, Remington rifles, over¬
coats, provisions, Ac. our losses were three men,
Flrmin, Vera and Arcadia; Betanconri wounded
and Lieutenant i olouel Ramon Maria dead, having
fallen in the heat of the action. Among those who
distinguished themselves in the light were Com¬
manders Mirabal and Haioosa, Captain Martin
Fraba and the private soldier Patroclno Peredo.

found with aims, nine were shot: four, on account
of their advanced age, were seut home, and the
remainder were sent into our lines.
