The explanation of the departure of the

Hrrald's late special commissioner to Cuba from
that Island, given In the Diario, and republished In
the Herald of December 30, bears undoubted evidenceof being the work of General Kiqueime. Its
statement of what occurred between your correspondentand the General gives details that prove
conclusively the information given was furnished
by either the General himself or Lieutenant (not
"Ensign"! Airuoro. while Its general candor and
fairness mark conclusively the former as Its author.
There appear to be but few Inaccuracies In this
account, and trom '

your correspondent Is convinced that some were
caused by misinformation, while others were doubtlessoversights. That the Ukbald commissioner was
acquainted with a family, four members of which
were then suffering from cholera, and that the
romlto was in the city of Santiago de Cuba as the
American Consul informed General Riquelme was
a mistake. This, however, is u matter of trilling
importance, except as showing the animus of the
American Consul towards your correspondent, of
which more anon. A more important matter is the
statement that it was at the residence of the
British Consul on the evening of November
10 that General Riquelme first heard of the
Vlarto article asking the Herald correspondent
to "show his hand." On the morning of that day I
was informed by Lieutenant Aguero that the Generalhad expressed his indignation at its publication,and had censured him (Aguero) for not Informinghim of the intimation previously given by
a volunteer officer that it would be published. At
the British Consul's the same evening the General
was present, when Aguero refused to translate
Into Spanish a telegram I desired to send to the
Hbkald, alleging that ono sentence would incense
the volunteers against him as well as myBelf. The
objectionable words were, "The Dlario, being controlledby the volunteers, this request Is a demand."I appealed to General Riquelme, and it

If he desires to visit the Insurgents he may be
lure that everything possible will be done to Und
them. It appears, also, that 1 have been he who
has least exaggerated the danger he might meet at
the hands of the rebels, and that, If he had intendedto take any precaution, In case of deciding
to visit them, it would only have been to avoid a
calumny upon the Spanish troops, In caso or any
unfortunate event taking place In the euemy's
lamn." Having repeated this solemn protest, and
delivering to him Ills passport, Mr. Henderson re

peetfullvtook leave, stating ids thanks Tor the attentionsand kindnesses of which he has been the
bject.
The greater part of the conversation between

General Riquclrne and myself, when I called to ask
for my passport, in the presence of the American
Consul and Brigadier Moiales dc los Itios, was

eonducted In the English language, although for
the benefit of the Brigadier Spanish was occasionallyneed, the Consul interpreting for roe. If the
General aid use the above language.and I do not
question his word 11 it is he that makes this statement.itwas in Spanish and was not translated.

TOE REASONS FOR MY DEFARTl'RK

Even to the General were these: -"I have seen and
arned all that was possible of the Insurgents In

the Central Department. You have told me, as
have the foreign consols (Prussian, French, Danish,
British and American) that the whereabouts of the
leading insurgents In the Eastern Department are
unknown, and that the wandering hordes of
negroes you tell me of would not respect my mission.You have explained te me lully why, from
the nature of the country in this department, the
rebellion has not been subdued, and, with the confidenceI have in your statements, there is no reaeonwhy I should encounter great dangers simply
to confirm what you fiave told me. Abandoning,
then, ray project of seekiug the insurgents here,
my business is concluded, and

here, I desire to return to the United States immediately."In reply to his remarks that he had been
under the Impression I had Intended returning to
Havana before my departure from the island I reBliedbriefly I bad changed my mind, that I had
een unwell for sevcaal days, and, fearing a serious

attack of sickness, I wished to reach koine as soon
M possible. I have already stated in my report,
published in the Herald of December ltt, that,
having in the Central Department met and conversedwith the head ol the Cuban Itepubltc, I
ought an opportunity to return to New
York. But for reasons that no longer
exist > did not detail one of the means
used that would at the same time
perhaps expedite iny departure and lessen my
danger if the HpanlsU authorities should discover I
had seen flltccn hundred well disciplined and
armed Insurgents in a place where they had asBaredme there were but one hundred, and had
ae«n Cespedes, whom they pretended to believe
was dead. Upon my return from iny visit to the
Cuban patriots, while I spoke as If I had seen but
General Agramonte and the hundred men It had
been represented I wonld And with hlin, I pre'
tended I was

in poshmsion of important information
Which I would communicate to no one but Captain
General Ceballos, and represented that It was ol
the greatest moment that I should go to Havana
Immediately. Not only did I reiusc to give Lleuten
ant Aguero and Chief of Police Lo Mollno any lnti
(nation of what this important matter was, but tc
General Fajardo at Puerto Principe I said that 1
weald Impart It only to the Captain General, add
tug that, as he must already have surmised from
the orders he had received from Ceballos, l had
eonfldeutial communications with the latter,
which was the truth. To General Acosta also
whom I afterwards met at Nuevitas, I torn
the same story. Aguero informed mo he was fre
quently questioned ou this subject by the hlghei
officers, and he used every means to induce me tc
confide In htm. He was pleased to Inform the
authorities that, la bis opinion, the "Hkrai.i

Disgraceful and Filthy Condition
of the Streets.

Where are the street cleaners? Who cares or who
are supposed to care for the comfort of those who
go down the town to their shops? Apparently no'
body. During the past few years, when the work
was done under contract, there was something for
the people to find fault with. The contractor did
not do his work, and as nobody ever saw him he
conld be blamed and scolded to the heart's content
by anybody who had suffered a little splasbiug or
a gentle roll in the beautiful snow when it had
been reduced to the consistency of mock turtle
soup.
Under the old regime the contractor was paid

$460,000 under the contract for the cleaning of the
streets, and during the last session of the old Tammanyrctgn $200,000 more were added for "extra
cleaning" by Mr. John Leverlch for cleaning tho
snow from Broadway. It will be remembered that
the old contract did uot require the contractor to
clean all the streets daily; he cleaned Broadway
every night, the prtuclpal avenues twice a week,
the side streets once a week, and had all tho
sweepings, scrapings, rags, bottles and "findings"
generally for his own profit. On these, it is authoritativelystated he accumulated, in less than two
years, fully $1,000,000.

BOPPIN'S BOWER,
as Immortalized by Dickens, would fade Into Insignificancebefore such results. Yet the streets were
not kept clean. The ashes and garbage were removedonly to suit the convenience of the cart
drivers. Comnlulnt was universal, and a loud ci v

lor "reform".lor a change of any kind.was raised.
The contractor heeded not such cries. lie was net
obliged to clear off snow or slush. The contract
was so worded that If the weather should be
stormy he was exempted from prosecuting the
work lor which he was paid. He felt Hecure,
however, inasmuch as he "obliged" membersof the State and local legislatures
in the distribution of patronage. "Sweepers"
and "foremen" were given away according
to the amount of influence the official possessed.
Unfortunately for the contractor he refused a memberof the Legislature a couple of men, and the

overhauling the Street Cleaning Contractor and
Commissioners. The matter was roferred to the
Committee on Public Hearth and an investigation
was made. The Police Commissioners, who had
already possessed so little power that they
longed for more, demonstrated to the Assemblycommittee, through the venerable and
eminently respectable looking member of their
board, that the work could be done for many thousandsless than was then being charged. The resultoi this investigation was the revoking of the
old law creating the Street Cleaning Commission
and the passage of a law, reported by Dr. Loughran,of ulster county, and urged by certain membersIrom New Yon, under direction and "encouragement"from the "business" man of the
Police Commission. The law referred to is as fol-
Iowa, and is here given to show the citizens of
New York just what they should expect to be done
for the money appropriated:.
Section 1..The Board of Police In the city of New

York, as it may from time to time be constituted, glial!
hnve full and exclusive power and authority and is

sunken lots, and which may be required for such purpose..

Sec. 2..The said Board of Police is hereby vested with
full and exclusive power and authority to supervise, and
is hereby charged with the dutv ot supervising the exc
cution of the agreement for cleaning the streets
In said city, made on the 9th day ot June, A.
D. l'B'v between the Mayor, Aldermen and Commonultyof the city of New York, of the tlrst
part, and John L. Brown, William H. Devne and
rtheparil K. Knapp, contractors of the second part, pro-
videa the same is round to be a valid existing agreement,
and to sec that said agreement is fully exi cuted on the
part of said conlractors. nnd of those wlio, by assignment
or otherwise, have succeeded to the rights, intervals and
