THE CROTON AQUEDUCT AND RESERVOIR.

Ill Resources and Requirements of the Fire
Department.Present and Prospective Supplyof Water.How to Meet All

Kmergeneies.Hovel Suggestions
and Recommendations.

During the late excitement In both public and
private circles regarding the capacity or the reservoirsor the Croton Aqueduct to tarnish all the
water necessary lor use In extinguishing Urea,
however great their magnitude, and lor ail other
purposes lor which New York requires It at all
masons, it will be remembered there were scores
ST suggestions embodying all character ol practicableand Impracticable Ideas. At that time the
late Board ol Aldermen passed a resolution and appointeda committee to ascertain the most feasible
way to remedy any de.cct in our water supply, ol
which Alderman Conover was chairman. In the
wui DO ui iiucu iuijuu ico uiu uiauici was Duuuiiticu

to Mr. Charles H. ilasweil, consulting and snperln.
tending euglneer, who, as requested, In due time
gave his views thereon, which will be found appended.The Department ol Public Works and the
marine and lire underwriters of the city have expressedtheir satislactory approval of tue suggestionscontained In the letter

Sir.Your communication, covering a copy of a resolutionol' inquiry of Hie Hoard ol Aldermen regarding the

practicability of erecting a reservoir at the upper end ol
this island, .or the retention 01 water druwu Ironr the
North or Hudson Kiver, and distributing it in conduits
throughout the city lor use In the extinguishing of llrcs
aod lor other purposes, was this day received, and, in
compliance with your request lor my views ibereou,
coupled with any suggestion or recital of matters connectedwith the practicability of an increased water supply.its requirements and uses, I herewith submit.
The points embraced in the subject involve a considerationot the following:.
Mrtt.T he capacity of the sources and of the reservoirs

of the Croton Aqueduct to furnish the necessary supply
of water at all seasons and under ail probaolc contingenciesfor the requirements of our citizens and for tho
extinguishing ol tirest
Sttund.The resources of the Fire Department, and tho

capacity of its engines to project water in such a volume
and to such an elevation as the number, extent and
height of oar buildings require, and what 14 required
ot it»
Third.Are the inter-connecting or service pipes of the

Crotuu Aqueuuct ol sufficient capacity to furnish a lull
supply of water to Arc engines in any of the streets not
traversed by a mam f
Fourth.it the cost of an unlimited supply of a great

volume oi water at a lire, even after Us extension has
been arrested, would not be ultimately compensated for,
in the taciUty and efficiency by which the further destructionof merchandise and paper securities exposed In
fired buildings would be arrested f
Fi/iK.Ii the present supply 01 water is not equal to the

present and prospective requirements, in what manner
can (his deficiency be best supplied t
Referring to these points, then, and In their order of

consideration, I further submit:.
UUOTON AqUKl.UCT AMD RBSEHVOIR.

The water-shed of the Crotcn, aided by the completion
of the storage reservoirs now in progress of construction,
is alHrmed by tiie present head of that department to bo
fully adequate to its demands for a long period of time;
and his capacity to decide upon this, coupled with the
confidence due to his assertions are. happily, of so high
an order that I hold this point to be saiistactorily met.
The only points, then, to be considered are, in what

maniur and to what extent are the instruments of receptionand conduction of this supply likely to be unpaired
or destroyed; and, independent of popular violence or
the act ot a national enemy, they are confined to the
washing away or the destruction of th"e dam at the head
f die aqnednct, a rupture ot the aqueduct itself. In its

course to the distributing reservoir in Central i'ark, or
ot the mains at Its outlet. An arrest of supply, either in
consequence ot prolonged cold or dry weather, la met by
the number ana volume of the storage reservoirs.
How tar, thou, and to what ext. nt these possible contingenciesot washing away and disruption of the aqueductand mains are worthy ol consideration and action,is* matter which can be best considered by the heads or

the departments under whose direction their constructionswere made, and who are cognizant of their condition
and their risks; and as to the risk ot destruction by
popular violence, Ac., your committee is better qualifiedU> judge ot than 1 am Hut, Inasmuch as all these risks
exist, and each and all arc possible, 1 consider, in view of
the great interests that would be Jeopardized in the event
ot an occurrence ot any one ot them, that it is eminently
proper, if not imperatively so. that early action tbould be
aau-rvd upon, having in view the decision of in what
manner and to what extent a full supoly.ot water should
he secured to our citltens in the event ot au extended confiagrationat any time and under any possible contingency..

The snpply of water for the extinguishing of fires at
tills time is almost exclusively obtained trom the distributingplpi s oi tbe Croton Reservoir; and, in consequence
of the deficiency ot capacity of the mams running lengthwiseot tbe city, the head ol the supply is reduced from
about one hundred foet at the reservoir in Central Rarlt
totruui fitly to tony-five teetat the Hauery.

It occurs, however, that the present Commissioner of
Public Works is so fully aware ol the long-existing and
inexplicable delay in meeting this loss ot head. that he is
energetically and persistently constructing the necessary
additions to the mains, whereby the capacity ot its reservoirwill be fully utilized at all points between it and the
southern portion ot the city.

It appears,iheretore, that the full capacity of the CrotonAqueduct will be soon developed within the urea of
its distribution, at elevations ranging trom 111U leet above
tide level at the reservoir to seveuty-Uve lect at the Hattarv.Itit ipr va.t inn mi uriAVniuiihle result, ot the loss
oi' velocity consequent upon the pelage ol the wutcr
through live uiiles ot pipes. By attachment, however, to
these mains one ot our llrst class tire engines can obtain
a supply 01 water which it can pro.iectin an unbroken
stream oue and a hall inches in diauiejjr (a stream ot
water that Is broken and ditrused a* spray is not hero
considered) to an elevation of LA) leet, which Is the gutturallimit of their capacity.

buddings when fired, and that it cau meet occasions alike
to those occurring here in the years W3ft and 1843, and
lately iu the c it.es oi Portland, Chicago and Boston.
The projeciion ot one or tuoro streams of water of from

on« to one anu a halt inches in diameter against the outsideof a buildiug, when extensively fired within, is it
waste of time and water; and wnen uie height aim characterot construction ofa very great number ot our buildingsare considered.some ol them extending to exceed
124 teet trom the street, and some constructed wholly of
wood, with a partial lacing of sheet-iron or tin.It will
be readily recognized tiiat the instruments of our fc'lre
Department, either to extinguish such structures, wnenfired from withiipor exposed to the Panics oi other buildings,are wholly Inadequate; added to which the roofs
oi some 01 mcbC structures are not only witcn tlna not
to be reached iiv water, but they are rendered unap8roachablub> man, either irotn contiguous room or tram
le street, in cousequcncc ot the risk to life by the lollingol numerous and uitnct egsary ttagslatlH.Further, many ot our stores and warehouses are 1(10

feel in depth, the height between lloor and celling varylu(rIrom ten tofliteen leet. Ht nee, when the rears of
, such buildings are not to be reached from their vards, a
stream ol wat< r projected troni a trout window must
reach to the rear ot tbut story, or the building at that
part or the merchandise contained therein will be unapproachable,and lor ibo inflowing causeThe max,tmum Telocity ol a stream ol water irom a Are engine,
when projected into a building from the height or or
above us window sills, is not snlllelent to overcome the
gravitation due to these heights ot ten and fltteen leet,
and henoe it is not suttic.ent to attain the horizontal distancenecessary to reach to the extreme end of the
building.

.Ihe lurthcr requirements of our Fire Department, then,
are engines ol a sufticient capacity to project a solid
stream of water to the extreme height ot any of our
buildings, and also to be able to reach the entiro length
ot our stores, even when restrict**! by ceilings or depths
ol stories of but ten feet or less in height.

FTom the reports ot tho Commissioners of the Fire Departmentit is autlioritai ivcly established that in some localitiesthe Interconnecting pipes between the mains are

ot insutUciant capacity to turnish a full supply of water
to ail tho engines tbut occasions frequently require. This,
although n serious evil, U ono that is being very effectual!!remedied by the introduction ol' the additional
mains now in progress ot being laid, whereby not only
the required increase in the supply of waior will be turnlslud,but the opportunity ailorded ot Increasing the
number ol hydrants or engine attachment*

It frequently occurs that, altnouglt ihe progress of a

Arc that occurred in one or more buildings has been arrestedin its course, yet that from tho character and
volume ol the merchandise contained within tt or litem

volume ol water that will deluge the burning mass at

Regarding the safflelency ot supply of the Croton water,and at the ebration ol Its attainable bend, wu litre the

knowledge ol additional reservoirs being constructed
within the water-shed; of additional and necessary mains
In progress 01 being laid, and the assurance ol the beud
ol the Department of Public Works that these works shall
be prosecuted to an early completion.^tsuuiiug, then, that these works are completed, a full
npply ot water is secured to our city, unless the aqueductor the reservoir st Central Park should be emptied
by violence ol man or the elements.

It turther occurs that having in view the late extensive
eonllugratious that have visited some ol our cities, the
possibility that by occurrence or design several tires may
exist at one time iu dldereut parts ol our city, whereby
the resources of the Piro Department would lie so divided
as to be rendered unequal to the requirements of it, or
that dualng extremely cold weather the water in the
hose 01 the lire onglues might become irozen, as occurred
here In the great tire ot I83A, that ottr citizens have be-

STRAR rUMPt or PXRRV AND TUOBOATg,A ready and ample supply oi water could be obtained
irom the rivers bordering our city by the aid oi these
boats; provided they were fitted with pumps and hose ol
appropriate capacity and length. As they are at presentfitted, their operation would be confined to such only at
have steam pumps, the number of which at this tline Is
but about two-thuds ol the whole; and et this number
but about one-hall have pumps ot such capacity as would
render thfii operation of any utility; added to which
their operation from their insufficiency of power and the
consequent insufficient volume of the stream ot wateg
they could project would be restricted to localities Immediatelybordering upon our rivers.

RKSRRV01K FOR R1VRR WATTR.
A reservoir of sufficient capacity, located apon the

western crest of the lRiand.say in the vicinity ot lOttth
street ana higiith avenue, and within the area ol the
Central Park.supplied with water troui the North River
and froui a number of wells sunk In the neighboring low
grounds, distributing its supply through mains running
all the nvAiiiiAs Inn thnsn hnrderimr unon the rivers, ami
through the principal meets between them, as Broadway,below Fourteenth street, the Bowery, yrand, bast
Broadway. Chatham, William, i'earl, Broad, Church,
Canal, Undson and Bleecker streets, would be practlcab.e
of conatruciion and ol operation, and at a* coat of constructionand maintenance that would be justlAcd by
the security that it wonld afford to protecting our city
trout the ravagea of a very extended conflagration.
An essential advantage by such a design would be that

ol its not only affording a full supply of water, but that it
would lumbal it at a heud equal to the projection 01 that
ol our Are engines, and hence their use would not be in:disputable in localities covered by streams trout the
mains ot this distribution.
Reviewing then, the elements submitted, 1 am of the

opinion
That the sounces and capacities ef the Croton

aqueduct, Its storage and distributing reservoirs, II preservedintact, aru of sutitctem capacity to meet all present,and for a. long time, prospective demands upon
them.
Haondr.'That the capacity of the encines of our Fire

Department to project a sufficient stream of water is tinequal'tooccasional demands, aud th as an iudispi n<ableconsequence, thu Department should be forthwith
supplied by at least ten engines ol a much Increased
capacity, farm hing streams of fully two inches in
diameter, with lio-e ol corresponding capacity.
Third.l'hat the insufficiency of the inter connecting

service pipes of the Crototi aqueduct will be greatly rein
edied by the completion ol the uuxiliary mains now In
progress ot being laid, and by the attachment thereto ot
the necessary number of hyurunis; and that If itshould
occur tnat this addition to the supply of water should
prove to be Insufficient in some localities, ihutthe Departmentunder which these constructions arc cared tor Is
fully equal to r inedy the detect and sensibly alive to the
importance ol its action.
Fourth.That the advantages to be derived by an unlimitedsupply of cither fresh or salt water, in the deiuglng

ol burning merchandise and securities, and lit the relief
to our firetnon, would go far to compensate the cost ol introductionot such supply.
Fifth.That inasmuch as It Is possible that acontlngency

might occur whereby tlio Croton water would bo arrestedIn Its usual how, or delivered at so low a head as
to impair its delivery at a Are, that it is quite practicablefor your body to consider In what manner tne result of
such a contingency could be best met and the consequencesaverted.
Sixth.That an effective manner of meeting the require-

the how ol the Orotoa In our streets, both for the purpose
of extinguishing tires and supplying uur citizens, while
the necessary supply is being restored, Is to erect a numberof elevated cisterns or reservoirs, capable of maintaininga head equal to that of the distributing reservoir
at Central 1'ark, selecting, so tar as practicable, the highestlocations of the city, and that they be supplied by the
periodical excesses 01 how of the Croton and by steam
engines drawing water from a well, with galleries for
supply radiatiug therefrom, under the structures supportingthe reservoirs. The result of such a method
would not only provide a full supply of water at all times
for llres, hut each of these reservoirs, having a diameter
of suy sixty-live feet and a depth ol forty leet, would containWS.IJUO gal Ions, which, added to that drawn from the
wciis, would afford a very material supply upon any disurraugementotthe flow of the Croton, under the restrictionsof consumption imperative of eniorccment upon
such a contingency, and the structures necessary to
support these reservoirs could be occupied below as engine,hose and ladder houses.

That the necessary supply of water to delugo
fired merchandise would be very materially, if uot fully,
furnished by the construction and operation ol two lightdraughtpropeller steamers, each with a capacity to supplya stream of water six Inches in dfhuieter, wulch could
be proiecied through hose a distance 01 ut least two thousandIbet, whereby seven of our tire engines, or the presentcapacity, coul.l be supplied by each of these vessels;
they to be stutioned, one in each river, ready at all times
to operate, either in the cltv or upon shipping, either at a
Are in this or at a neighboring city or at anchor In the
stream; added to which, their engines could be applied to
the pumping out ot sinking vessels.

Finally, that the terry companies running ferryboatsfrom this city to Brooklyn, Jersey City and llohokcn
should be required, under proper provisions as to the
eost of construction and maintenance, lo provide a certainnumber of their boats with pumps of such dimensionsas would require the full capacity of their steam
boilers to operate them, and to have at their terry houses
ho o of corresponding capacity and length, whereby
not only an umalling source ot supply would be attainable,but it would bo promptly furnished at all hours and
all seasons.

GONE TO HER GRAVE.
Loss of the Henrietta.Cast Away Near
Honduras.History ot the Famous
Yacht.
Private advices from the Governor of tlie nay of

Islands mention the loss of the famons schooner
Henrietta on the 16th December. She was bound
from Ruatan, which Island lies to tho northwestwardof Cape Hondnras, and Is In latitude 16 dcg.
25 min. N, longitude 9 dejr. 40 min. W (Washington).During a very heavy gale, which was
encountered soon alter leaving port, she was driven
ashore and totally wrecked. All her crew were
saved. At the time of the disaster the Henrietta
was engaged in the fruit trade, bnt she won the
laurel garland of victory by defeating the celebratedyachts Vesta and Fleetwlng in the great
ocean yacht race from New York to Cowes In 1866.
RhA waq hit lit. he llA.nre fitaam nf npnAnnAlnt T.

I., in 1862, from a mo^cl by lifr. William Tooker,
and was 205 tons, 108 leet in length by 28 feet beam
and 10 (eet <le. th of liold. She was
lore and aft schooner rigged, and
had a very deep keel. The lines of
tills beantiful vessel were extremely fine, and have
been very much copied in yachts of more modern
construction. The cabin accommodations were
spacious and handsome and her general appointmentscould not be surpassed. During her stay at
Cowcs, at. the termination of the ocean ya'ht race,
the Henrietta was visited by all English yachtingcelebrities and several merattm-s of the royal
family, ail of whom expressed fneir admiration
of her elegant build. This first of the trimsatlantlcyacht races was a very closo
one, as the champion craft only beat the l leetwing
by clgnt hours and filteen minutes, and the Vesta
by nine hours forty-five nnnutes. Yachting men inail parts of the world will doubtless deplore tho
loss of the stanch crait wnlch gave such a stimulantand impetus to their favorite sport by hearing
the Hag of the New York club in triumph across the
boisterous waters of the Atlantic.

A FIBST WARD DESPERADO CAGED,
Matthew O'Toole, a well known desperado of tho

First wurd, was arraigned before Judge Hogan yesterdayon a charge of assault and battery on DennisJ. Drlscoll, of 102 Cedar street. Late Saturday
night Mr. Drlscoll was going throngh the lower
port ui urecnwicu street and not tu a crowd where
O'Toole was standing. lie soon alter missed his
pockutbook, and, suspecting O'Toole, called on
Officer Pierce to arrest him. The officer took
O'l'oolo in charge, and Mr. Driscoll walked with
him to the station house. On the waythere OToole suddenly turned on Mr. Driscoll
and with one blow cut open Mr. Drlscoll's nose.
The charge ot larceny against the prisoner tailed
for want of sufficient proof yesterday, but JudgeHogau held him to answer under f1,000 bail on the
charge oi assault. It. is stated that O'Toole is one
0! the worst ruffians in the lower part of the city,
and is ut present under $6,000 hall lor two different
charges of felonious assault, ills career for years
has been such that he has become a terror to the
neighborhood In which he lives, and he generally
escapes punishment on account of the icar that
his victims have oi him, ana therefore their unwillingnessto prosecute.

weeks, but the transactions were spasmodicand fltful. still there exists no
caase to complain among brokers and
dealers as to business, and while property on
the market Is very scarce, the prices realized thereforare correspondingly large. The real estate
transactions of the city must by no means be
Judged by the dally reports of sales published as

accruing on the Keal Estate Exchange or those few
made publio by a lew brokers. The only way to
ascertain the immensity ol thla>trafflc Is by inquiry
and inspection at the Register's oillcc, where every
negotiation has to be duly recorded.
A few important sales took placo last week, but

derived only an importance from the high prices
obtained, in one Instance projected Improvements
near by were discounted and the selling price put
up to more than, it would seem, such property can

possibly be worth. The sale of two houses and
lots on-the southwest corner oi Sixth avenue and
Thirty-third street, noticed In this column a lew
days ago, which was reported at $l«6,ooo, has
caused the liveliest excitement in real estate circles.Opinions on the intrinsic valno of this
property are divided, and, as 110 two individuals
agree on tho subject, we liuvo no desire to advance
any lurtner communis upon tue transaction, and
only nope that tue purchaser has obtained a bargain.
The last mentioned was the largest sale effected

daring the week. The next one in importance was
one only effected late on Saturday aituruoon, of
west side property In the vicinity or the Riverside
Park.

as the interest realized is less tnau the tux; thus a
mortgage yielding seven per cent gross, If taxed
three per cent, only yieids lour per cent net. It
therefore drives Investments Into United States
and Mate stocks, which oy law are exempt irorn
taxation, notwithstanding mortgages on real estateare considered by investors as the prelcrable
security. It operates injuriously ou moneys in
trust tor widows and orphans, whose lunds generallyhavo to be thus invested. Alter paying tho
tax a very low rate of Interest remains, i'urties
holding mortgages are taxed on the lull
amount thereof, while the real estate is
seldom assessed or taxed more thau one
third or one-half its value. Thus A and li own

' two houses adjoining, iu all respects alike and of
equal value, say $10,000. A's house is mortgaged
for $6,ouo, li s Is iree and unencumbered. Each
house is valued on tue assessor's books at $6,000;
each pays two and a hall per cent on that valuation,or $126; but the party who holds A's mortgagehas to pay $126 uiso. llence A's house actually

mortgage wan given us part of tlie purchase* consideration,the holder desires to sell it, lu order to
escape taxation. Capitalists and institutions who
have money to invest prcier to buy sucu mortgages
than to invest directly, as they always can buy
them at less thau the probable amount of tne tax.
Mortgages having from three to live years to run
cannot be sold lor more than ten per cent to hlteen
per cent discount on their lace.

Parties residing out 01 the county escape taxation
on mortgages; theretore, persons residing In adjoiningcounties had the advantage oi resident capitalists; but, as the latter possessed more money
lor Investments, taxation drove It into othfer
channels, or out of the city altogether, and but a
small proportion thereof was replaced by the influxol means seeking such securities from parties
living outside of New York. Formerly New Jersey'smoneyed men purchased mortgages largely in
this city, because such were taxed by tueir state:
but their Legislature repealed the law lor all
counties adjoiuliig New York State; consequently
no New Jersey capital is seeking employment
here, especially in mortgages.

'Kentucky's Love, or Roughing It Aronnd Tarls,"
is a new book by Edward King, jnst published by
Lee and Bhepard. In substance It Is the story 0'
tbo adventuiea oi some American artists in the
Prussian linos during the siege of Paris. The tale
is long drawn out, bat there are some exquisite
passages In the l.ttie book which mako it a very
good volume lor a dull afternoon or an boar in a
railway car.
"The sacred Gospels of Arabnla," by Andrew

Jackson Davis, the New Jersey seer, and published
by William White A Co., Boston, Is a new collection
of "wise words'' Prom the "Inspirations of original
saints." Arabula Is a name for the Christ adopted
by the unorthodox who bcltove In God, and the
"original saints" ol the New Jersey prophet includemany modern thinker as well as the writers
of tho Vedas, the Zend-Avesta, and the writings of
Menu. Conine us anJ Syrus the Syrian. Mr. Davis'
"St. John" Is Whlttter, the "beloved poet-prophet"
of New England; his St. Theodore" Is
Theodore Parker ; his "St. Octavlus" the Rev. 0. B.
Frothtngbaui, of this city; his "St. Emma," as a
matter of course, ia Emma Hardingc; bia "St.
Italpn" is Mr. Emerson, "one of the inspired
Splritnallstsof this century;" bia "St. Locta"lsnot,
we presume, the pretty little actress; and besides
these be baa other saints who have attracted attentionby their utterances. The book is a collectionof platitudes, big with Bound and without
meaning, and consequently It was hardly fair that
Seer Davis should subject his inspire^ Spiritualists
to so Hevcre a test. Even Mr. Emersou seems very
small In intellectual gilts when judged from the
platitudes of his salntHhlp.
There are some things which are exceedingly

funny, and "Treason at Home," a novel, by Mrs.
Greenough, Is among them. We are told on the
title page that the "authoress" is a fashionable as
well as a literary lady,'moving lu the most arista
cratlc circles. We are further told that the principalcharacter iu the story is Lady Tremyss, the
whole action of tho tale tending to raise the veil
from her former life and to discover tue motives
which actuated her, and at tho same time, with a
SDirit of contradiction which la delicious, those

dark secrets of her churacter and careor remain
concealed to tho close! Alter this It is only necessaryto add that the publishers assure us It Is a
capital story, admirably written, and that tho
"authoress'^ tells us of a combat where all tho
forces were "superior on the side of the weuker
party.

"Little Dodge," by the author of "Clnx's Baby,"
published by Dodd k Mead, Is liice Mr. Jenklus'
first work, a satire on the English method of caring
for the poor. The administration of tho Poor Laws
Is the subject which In this volume most engages
his satiric pen. Though falling below the previous
work in both power and Interest, It Is exceedingly
suggestive of tho rock upon which English society
will split, aud may be read with pleasure and profit
by all who take an Interest In the labor question..
Scribncr, Armstrong k Co. have Just published
The Lost Found," by tho Rev. William M. Taylor,
D. D., of tho Tabernacle church, at Broadway and
Thirty-rourth street. The volume contains four
discourses or essays on tho Prodigal Son, and one
each on tho Scriptural illustrations of the lost
sheep and the lost coin. Dr. Tayror writes a singularlypure style of English, and his book will make
excellent Sunday reading.
"The Treasure of the Seas," published by Lee A

Shepard, Is a new book for boys by Professor De
Mille. The tale Is the story 01 tho advontures of
some boys who cruised among tho Islands of MahoneBay In search ot the treasure which Captain
Kidd was supposed to have brought from tho
Spanish Main and buried 1b Nova Scotia. Tho objectionto books of tbls kind is that they conceal,
rather than tell the storks they are intended to
relate, and. while this one does not differ from the

rest, young readers generally will And it Interesting.
"Man Is Love" Is the awkward title of an Americanstory publisned for the. author by J. B. LlpplncottA Co. It is written In a heavy and lorbiddiug

style, and It is full of truisms and platitudes which
the author regards as a substitute lor "leanness
and emptiness." Who the author is we are not
told.

LITERARY CHIT-CHAT.
CoLPRinoE was a man of infinite title pages. lie

projected a hundred works, without ever cornmet-
lug one. History, philosophy, poetry, criticism,
biography.Ills fertile brain was forever teeming
with new volumes, which never got beyond the
announcement. The titles of the works ho meditated,'but never executed, would fill a large
volume.
When Nbcker, in 1781, published his celebrated

"Compto iteudu," a report on French finances, the
eagerness to obtain it was unparalleled, Blx
thousand copies were sold the first day, and two
presses were kept at work to supply the demand.
Madame De Stafil (Neckcr's daughter) says that
80,000 copies were sold. Think of one of Mr. Boutwell'sflnauce reposts being in such ravenous

him there was a perpetual presence of "Ossian,"

"Knickerbocker's New York" by Coleridge, who
got hold of the book late at night and finished It at
a anting about dawn.

in addition to her skill in sculpture, Is notable fot
her general accomplishments. The works'ure not
very numerous, but all of them are interesting,
and one or two exceptionally admirable.
There are two companion Hgures, "bummer"
and "Autumn," the chief objection to whlcli
is that the other half of the quartet of which they
constitute one hall has never yet been begun, but
1ms only loomed matter lor anticipation. Mrs.
Hazard is foreign by birth, and haH had all the
advantages which study under the best sculptor*
can corner.
