Alone Has the Power to Determine

Which Government is Legal,

'The following I8 Governor McEnery's mosssge o
the Senate and House of Representatives of the
State of Lonislana:— 1

The extraordinary decision rendered by & major-
ity of the Bupreme Court vesterday in the reiurn-
ing board cuse, in my judgment does not affect in
the least degree the greauv political question in-
volved in our politieal troubles and now enfm{ln
the prolqll_md attention of the people of the Un ms
states. ‘The question of the solution of our difl-
culty has passed beyond the control of Coarts, It
is ol & purely political charsoter, which must be
definitely determined by the litleal and legisia-
tive department of the general government,

There are two State governments in Louisiana
exercising the political functions of government,
and it is not competent for any Court, either State
or federal, to determine which is the logitimate
government. That question can alone be deter-
inined by Coogress, and no decision by a
Court a8 to which was or was not a
legal returning board can affect the status ef
one er the other of these Btate govern-
ments. controveray involves the inquiry, now
being vigoronsly prosecuted b‘ Oouogress, which
In the legal guwnm&nu and whether or not there
s al tate government in Louisiana, and
whather there Is a government, republican in
form, in the State, and which government is
founded and erected on oMelal returns of the late
election; and these questions alone it is compe-
tent for Congress to decide, and until they are
definitely settied by that power there is no end to
the contest In this Btate,

The great case of Louisiana has passed heyond
the jurisdiction of the Courts, Under the theory
and pi of our government, in & controveray
such as we have in Louisiana, no other power can
Intervene for the settiement and solution of our
troubles other than that of the Congress of the
Umited States, which, under the federal constitn-
tion I8 bound to guarantee to every State in the
Union & government republican in ferm,

I thercfore reiterate the recommendation eon-

talned in my previous m on the P
and exercise, as fr as practicable on our part, of
all the powers of government.

The real question 1s no* what the Wharton Board
or the Lynch Board has declared as the result of
the election, but what are the oficial returns of the
election as they came (resh and oMeially from the
hands of the Commissioners of Election,
determined in  suthentic shape, who was
elected and who was mol elected o
oMece. And this great gquestion 8 untonched
vy the decislon reierred to, for it Was not nor
¢ould be before the Court in the swit between the
two Returning Boards, and as Congress has now
before them these primary and oaly ellicial evi-
demces of L@ election, 1t I8 preswmed that Con-
gress, in the due exercise of 8 jurisdiction, will
look minutely and rigidly into those evidences
upon which alone can any legal State govern-
ment be establtshed and organized this
State. In adiation to this po Court in the State of
Louisiana or elsewhere can decide upon the l|}|mll-
fications of members ol the Legisiature. Under
our constitution the Legisiatore is the sole jndge
of the gqualificatiens ol its own members, and any
interference or intervention by any Court in thut
direetion is simply sheer usurpation.
