Tbe wonderful enterprise or the New York
bbrat.d should be tbe occasion for national gratulationand pride. Nothing like it has ever before
appeared in the world of journalism, it baa distancedall competition; even tbe London Thunderer
Is no longer a rival. And fresh from its Airican
conquests with cbaplets woven by admiring nationsgreen upon Its nrow, it looks around for other
dark, benighted and lgnorance-cureed countries to
penetrate and write up Ibr its multitude of readers
In all civilized countries. It is not surprising that it
should select Cuba, the Queen of the Antilles, as
a proper theatre for the display of its exploring
ambition. It has been known iu this country that
somewhere on the island there Is a body of patriots
whom the Spanish authorities are pleased to
denominate insurgents, and still more pleased to
kill and quarter whenever one of them falls into
the hands of the cutthroat robbers called the
Army of Spain. These insurgents have been battlingTor freedom for the last four years, and holding
at bay the forces that Spain has sent against them.
They are fighting with a determined heroism
that meritB the applause of the world, and the
Hkbald has determined to know more about them.
With this object in view it despatched Mr. James
J. O'Kelly to the strongholds of these insurgents
with Instructions to make a note of his discoveries.
Mr. O'Kelly asked for passports to enable him to

proceed from Palma Soriano to the interior, and
received from Morales permission to proceed as
follows:."You can leave Palmaand go where 7011
like on the understanding that il' the Spanish
troops And 70a among the insurgents, or if you
afterwards appear within the Spanish lines, you
will be treated as a spy."
The Hebald addresses General Morales an editorialparagraph, in which it says:.

flag.
This looks like business, and suggests the conclusionthat the New York Hkkald, rising by regular

gradatious from a morning newspaper to an institution,has at last become a government, powerfulin men and money, and, having
gained a great triumph in Africa, has
determined to add indefinitely to the
grandeur of its exploits and the lustre of its fame,
by overwhelming Cuba with the prowess of Mr.
James J. O'Keliy's pea. We confess our admirationof the Herald's persistency and pluck, and
are confident that it is its mission to demonstrate,
beyond all controversy, that the pen is mightier
than the sword. The Herald, in closing its editorialupon the subject of Mr. O'Keliy's mission,
which reads like a pronunclamicnto, adroitly calls
to its assistance the American press to fight its
hatriea And nrnr.laims to General Morales and his
associates that li any injury belalis Mr. O'Kelly
while he obeys the laws or Cuba, that the Spanish
nation will be made to pay the penalty of the outrage.

prints a double-leaded editorial, expressing a

very emphatic opinion as to the Intention of
the Spanish authorities in Cuba toward its
special correspondent. Mr. James J. O'Kelly. 01
course the mission of a newspaper correspondent
In Cuba is to Investigate the situation of affairs, to
learn the truth and make public all the lniormatlonhe can obtain. In pursuance of this object
Mr. O'Keiiy, applying through tho American Consulto Ueneral Morales, the commander or the
Spanish forces In the Eastern Department, for permissionto pass the lines, received the following
brief and explicit message
General Morales tells me that you can leave

Palma and go where you like, on the understandingthai II the Spaulsh troops llnd you among the
insurgent* or if you afterwurda uppcar wittuu the
Spanish lines you will be treated as a Bpy.
As both Spaniards and Cubans save the expense

of maintaining the wounded and all difficult questionsof parole and exchanges by putting to death
any enemy who happens to fall into their hands It
is almost superfluous to add that General Morales
threatens Mr. O'Keiiy with death.
To this the answer of the New York Hirald Is

equally plain. It says to General Morales:."Do
any Injury te the Hkrald Commissioner while he
obeys the laws or yonr country, and your nation
will pay the penalty of the outrage." And the
IIkrald has the advantage of the position in point
of reason and in point ot strength. No definition
of the word "spy" could make a spy of Mr.
V'Kelly:. I

If in reality a Cuban spy, he would be liable to
execution now, while found within the .Spanish
lines. If suffered by the Spanish authorities to
depart as an innocent man, and to enter the territoryoccupied by the insurgents on a publicly
vowed anil legitimate mission, he could not be

adjudged a spy on hla return, for he wuuld then be
on hia way home, and wuuld hold no turther communicationwith the revolutionists. Neither could
he be adjudged a spy if lound with the insurgents,
aa hla Intention to visit them ia known, and be
carries to them no uaiawlul aid or illicit iniermation.
In truth, General Morales' threat gives the Uc to

the whole Spanish pretension that there is no insurrectionin Cuba worthy o( the name, and that
there Is no lealure of the struggle now going on

sufficiently important to justily the notice of
foreigu Powers. For four years we have heard the
same story, and to-day the insurrection Is as

strong as ever, and the subjugation of Cuba Is as

far from being completed as ever. If the
Spanish statements of the case were not all
a lie they would be glad to place the
means of confirmation within the reach of
all the world, and especially, In view of the
threatening attitude of the American people and
the growing presaure on the government to Inter,
fere, they would particularly desire to withhold
from Americans no attainable evidence of the
strength of their position. The silly threat of GeneralMorales to shoot Mr. O'Keily was as stupid as
It waa futile; there can be but one construction
placed on Its parpose, and If it Is carried out It can
be. followed by only one result.
The Hkkai.d says truly that Its answer "is no

Spanish threat. The American press is stronger
than the American government; It is the representativeand mouthpiece of the American people,
who hold the government In their hands. Shoot Mr.
O'Keily as a spy, and a subservient State departmentwonld be bat a reed In the way of the storm
of Indignation that would sweep over the United
States and declare war against the Assassin
Power." And the American press, in the face of
such an issue, would lay aside professional
jealonsy ami oersonal animosity, and stand by the
Hxkald in demanding prompt and summary
punishment for the Insolent indignity offered to
them and the people whom they represent.
There is not the slightest probability that Mr.

G'Kclly will be killed, and of course wc cannot
regret that the question will not be brought to a
settlement on this issue; but each new display of
Mpanlsh Indolence leads us to ask how long they
will he permitted to mock onr power and to try
oar patience, ratience la rapidly giving war, and
power can never be more ready to nse than at this

m present moment. If Morales' threat means Spain's
defiance, the Hfhai.u'h word# may well express

, the replv ot the lulted states.

In the House of Commons this evening Mr. Peter
Rylands, member lor Warrington, moved that all
treaties be submitted to Parliament before the exchangeof ratifications, and supported the motion
in a long speech. lie declared that the WashingtonTreaty would not have been so ambiguous and
unsatisfactory if it had first bceu laid before the
House of Commons snd there discussed.
Ttoe motion was seconded by Mr. Alexander Hill,

member for Coventry, and the debate contiuucd
lor some time.
Mr. Gladstone then rose. He characterized the

motion as a proposal lor the greatest constitutionalchange within, his recollection. He admit-
ted that the Treaty of Washington waa not perfect.The question waa whether the United States
would have accepted anything else. With all
respect for American institutions, he must say
that the Senate's power over foreign engagements
complicated negotiations and weakened the bands
of the government, it must be remembered that
the Senate proceeded secretly in these matters.
He apprehended that the House of ('ominous would
be unable Itself to hold secret sittings; nor could
it improve matters by appointing a Com-
mittee on Foreign Relations to meet in
secret and make engagements with otlicr countries.England, as a member of the European tamily,occupied u position with relation to other
Powers dilleriug widely from that of the United
States.
Lord John Manners, Sir Wilford Lawson and Mr.

Auberou Herbert supported the motion. Mr. Herbertdeclared that unless the House was allowed to
revise all the proceedings of the government responsiblegovernment would be a farce aud the
legislature hold a humiliating position.

A HORRIBLE GRIME.

Arrest of a Father for the Alleged Violating of
the Persons of Two of His Own Daughters

and an Attempt to Ruin the Third.

A sensation is iu readiness for tills staid old city

by the sea to-day, by the arrest of one of its widest
known citizens, aged about fifty years, named
Albert H. Kssex, for tho crime of incest, he having,
as is alleged, been holding intercourse with two of
his daughters.
The warrant for his arrest was issued by City

Marshal Simmons yesterday afternoon, on complaintof the family, and only charges adultery
with a daughter aged about nineteen.
Kssex is engaged in the double occupation
of a schoolmaster at Portsmouth, R. 1.,
and as a manufacturer of certain rubber
goods which find a market through New York
channels. He lives on Broad street in this city,
and comes from Portsmouth each evening on the
freight train.
When the train arrived as usual to-night Captain

Hammond took Kssex in custody and to the
station, whore he waited till quite late for for
fruitless attempts to secure the required
$12,ooo ball, after which he was lodged
in Newport Jail, to the seeming great reliefof the family, who assert that the
crimes of which the father is alleged guilty were
nermittcd through fear of bodily harm, and that
for a long time tlie family has been in peril till
further concealment w as unbearable. The prisoner
was greatly agitated while in the station.
The date of the charge on which he Is arrested is

December 26,1872. He is well kuown In many New
Kngland cities, where he sold Ids rubber goods in
person. Ills examination will take place on Tuesdaynext.
