Iagain reminded him of his promise to me of
having Mr.O'Kelly only expelled. The Captain
General replied it was nnderstood the course I
referred to should be adopted if,when O'Kelly
returned to the Spanish lines, he could prove
that be Lad acted as a neutral.

GENERAL CANBY'S REPORT.

The Trouble from a Military Point of
View=The Veteran Commander Doubts
the Legality of Attempting to Shield
the Murderers in Jack's Band=Danger
of Leaving Them in the Lava Beda.

: WasurngroN, April 11, 1873,

A telegram from General Canby, dated Tule
Lake, Californda, April 7, and forwarded by courler
to Yreka, Cal, had been received by General Sher-
man, In which General Canby states that he had
aeen the Instructlons sent to the Peace Commis-
slonera by the Secretary of the Interior, amd goes
on to sy i— :

If the Modocs surrender ag prisoners of war the
general government would have paramount and
exclusive jurisdiction over the cases of all, The
same result would be secured by treaty; but, are
not treaties with Indian tribes prehibited by receat
legislation® A reservation within the Hmits of
elther California or Orvegon would not bar State
Jjurisdiction until alter its cession by those Stutes,
and would have no retrosctive effect; and jor
crimed committed within the Hmits of such &
reservation It is doubiful—under Mr. Justice Mil-
ler's decistons in the Kausas resservation onses—
whether the State jurisdiction would not prevail.

The murders of citizens were committed beyond
the limits of any reservation and within the jurisdic.
tion of the two States, and of course anterior to
any arrangement with the Modocs. [ do not
question the right or the power of the general
government to make any arrangement that may he
thought proper; but I think they sheuld make such
as Lo securs a4 permanent peace, together with
liberal and Just treatment of the lodians. In my
judgment, permanent peace cannot be secured if
they are allowed to remain (n this immediate
nelghiborhood, The Modocs are now sensible that
they cannaot live in peace on Lost River, and have
abandened their claim to Ir, but wish to be left in
the lava beds. This means license te plumder and
a stronghold to retreat to, and was refused.

Their last proposition is to come In and have the
opportunity of looking for & new heme not far
away, and if they are sincere in this the trouble
will be goon ended, But there hus been so much
vacillation and duplicity In their talks that I have
hesitated about reporting nntll some definite re-
sult wias attalned, All the movements of troops
have been made dellberately and eautiously, £o as
to avold collision and to impress the Indians that
we have no unfriendiy intent. Thns far we have
gucceeded very well, but thelr cenduct has glven
g0 much reason to apprehend that they are only
trying to gain time that I have organized o party
of scoutd 1o operate with the troops, if they should
go to the mountains or renew hostilities.
