Singapore, E. L, April 17, 1873.
The Atehecn war aguinst the power of the

-Netherlands government iu Asia continues.
SEVERE From -NO, WITH VARIABLE SUCCESS.

A second assault of th^ Hollanders on the

insurgent positions was a partial success. Tho
Dutch troops carried two forts by storm, but
were repulsed during an attack on the prin¬
cipal fort.
Tho Dutch are now besieging the Sultan's

palace.
DESPERATE FIGHTING AND HEAVY LOOSES IN

BATTLE.

There has been some desperate fighting.
The Dutch commander, Kohler, was killed in
one of the engagements, alter his army force
had 209 men slain.

AGITATION FOR WAR FROM BATTAK TO ATCHEEN.

* The war movement of tho Atcheencse is re¬

garded as a part of a series of insurrectionist
demonstrations against tho Dutch, which wits

initiated in the Batiak country at the close of
the year 1872. Fighting was commenced by
the Battaks in tho month of October last and
continued to tho close of the year. An expe¬
dition by the Dutch troops toward the interior
met with a heavy reverse. As the advance

guard was entering,a mountain pass a deadly
fire was opened upon them by a number of

Battaks whose ambush was too effectually con¬
cealed by tho jungle. Some twenty men of
the Dutch detachment were wounded, and a

young lieutenant, the latter mortally. The
Dutch troops thereupon destroyed a Battak
campong in the neighborhood and retired in
order to Soongal.
The Sultan then placed a price on the heads

of two rebel Datoos, and tho Panghulu of

Sapuruch agreed to give up these Datoes for
the sum ($2,000) offered, but on condition that
the Dutch troops should come up to tho moun¬
tains and take delivery. Meantime every
Dutch settler's house was emphatically his
castle, fortified with stockades and garrisoned
by Dutch marines, who kept watch day and

night, and the contemplated march of the

royal troops to tho mountains was spoken of
as a hazardous experiment.

A painful rumor comes from Alexandria,
Egypt, that Sir Samuel Baiter and his wife,
Lidy Baker, have been murdered iu the
interior of Africa by the natives of that
country.

Sir Samuel Baker, accompanied by his wife,
took the Egyptian expedition up the Nilo.

A telegram fioai Alexandria, dated in tliat city

on the 23d ot December, l«7J, supplied a transla¬
tion of a letter which had Jwt be»n received from
Consul Hauzel, tit Khartoum, dated Ackada, No¬
vember 7, uud which read as follows:.
Ten native trncUne boats have arrived nr Ackada

from Condskore laden with Ivory, but have brought
no news *r letters ironi linker Pasha lor Europe or
tlie Egyptian government.. Sir S. ltakcr le.t Cou-
dokoro last year with 2,000 soldiers, for Kamrasi.
He had a coutllct with t lie natives in the neighbor¬
hood of the latter place, and afterwards returned
to the village ei /uibilt Fato»koro, about fourteen
days' inarch bey«nd Uondokoro, where he again
fought with the people of Zurbilt. The rest ot the
troops nnd luggage remain at GondokarO, beingnimble to proceed lor want of porters, his own hav¬
ing desertvsd. The tureo steamers in which air S.
linker had embarked nt (iondokoro have not yet
reached the lake, and his luture movements arc
quite uncertain.

LOUISIANA JOCKEY CLUB.
A Day of Fine Sport.But Few Observers.Three

tp'oudid Races Over a Miserable Track.A
Winner Drops His Load Tad and

Loses.Great Reduction of Et? tups
in Professional Coffers.

New Orleans. Anrfi 17, 1873.
Another day of cloudless sky and genial breezes

smiled upon the Spring meeting of the Louisiana
Jockey Club, and if the track had only been in good
condition the limited attendance would have been
lully rewarded for their trouble. It was in
wretched order, however, hard and lumpy, creat¬
ing much dissatisfaction among owners, who,
rightly enough, objected to having their horses'
leet brui'scd and gashed as they woro in to-day's
races. The programme was a shori but attractive
one.

TUE FIRST RACK
was a mile dash, with live entries.Cape Race,
John McCormack, King Denezet, Jchn McDonald
and Nellie R. In the pools Cape Race was the fa¬
vorite at two to one against tho ileld, but on the
track takers multiplied, bringing the odds even.
The racs was a beautiful one. All got otr well
together. McDonald leading the Held, Nellie and
McCormack following head to head, Cape Race and
Denezet taking the rear guard. All ran
from the jump, and returning to the
turn Nellie went to the lront and led
the scamper down the backstretch, dropping
McDonald to the rear. Entering the homestretch
Cape Race and Mocormack both pat en the steam,
passed to the front, and had it neck-and-neek down
the finish, disputing every stride. Until they
reached the stand It was impossible to distinguish
the advantage, but at the last jump, to the great
joy of the fielders, which was loudly expressed, Mc¬
Cormack showed his nose in front, winning by a
neck, Cape Itace second, Nellie third, McDonald
fourth, and King Benezet last. Time, 1:50.

THE SECOND RACE
was a mile heat event, for ali ages, with five
entries. An untried Planet colt, belonging to
Warwick, upon wiilch large hopes have been built,
and tor which over one thousand dollars havo
already l>een paid on forfeits, Emma .sansam, Eve¬
lina Mabry, I. (>. I'. and the lamous Frank Hamp¬
ton, who was largely the favorite, selling in the
pools aud on the track at two to one against the field.
When the horses were brought out Mabry showed
herself a vixen, sulked badly, reared in 11 most un-
lady-like manner, and threw her rider ouce or
twice. B.v dint of patience and much coaxing
she was at last got into line, and all went oiT
at the drum-tap in a regular scamper. Mansam took
the t rack with 1. o. U. ciose on her, Frank Hamp¬
ton third, the Planet colt running an easy fourth.
At tlie quarter post all bunched anti dashed down
the homestretch, with J. 0. U. nosing in tho lead.
At. the halt mile the pace began to tell and then
Hampton led the dance wltu I. o. U., and Mabry
driving him close around tie turn. Entering the
homestretch the Planet colt woke, up came up
KHllantly to second place and challenged Nampton,making a splendid struggle lor tlie finish. Whip
and^pi.r were plied iiiioq both, but the Planet's
blood was up, aud with a desperate struggle lie led
under the st rinar by a throat latch, Mabry third,
I. (J. U. fourth, eSansam fiitn.
Time, 1:4.)V Between hea's betting did not
vary much. Frank cooled oiT beautifully, but the
Colt showed signs ol fatigue.

A good start was obtained for th<- second heat,
tlie horses going off in same order as the first,
rounding the turn easy. A;l made plav on the back
stretch, making a beautiful run down to the half
mile post, with tne riaiiet Colt in the lead. Here
Frank warmed to his work, passed Kullantly to the
front, and trailed the whole party home an easy
winner, Warwick's entry second, I. O. I", third, the
other two distanced. Time, li'ls1^.
For the third heat, in accordance with rules,

only two contestants appeared to engage in the
trouble, the betting ruling at three to one ou
Hampton atrainst. Tne I'lanet. its story Is soon
told. Hampton took the lead and ran away lrom
his competitor, winning the heat and race m a
hand gallop in 1 :59'£, Warwick Having distance.

TIIK I.AST RACE
was a three mile dash ; also with five entries.
Rice's C. O. 1). (lately christened Winne), Weidon's
mares Flora Mclvor and Mary Louise, Cheatham's
Repeater and Old Pilnnm. Repeater was the
favorite In the pools, while Weidon's entries were
sold together: but on the track the betting ruled
at even upon the latter against the field.
At the start Mary Louise led the dance, Repeater

next, the rest in a pocket; but rounding the turn
Flora, evidently bent upon cutting out the work,
w»»nt to tfce frent aud drove the pace throughout
tho race. They did the first mile in 1MH, Flora
flity yards ahead of Itepeater, Wlnne and Pilgrim
wed up, and Mary Louise, waiting. closiuR in the
rear. In the same order they travelled round the
second mile, Flora gradually widening the daylight
In her rear, and in the same order they passed tho
second mile, strong, in sua1*. On the backstretch
of the third mile Mary Louise went up to second
place, with Flera stm cut of reach, and so theyfinished the race, Flora about a square ahead of
the field, Mary Louise seccad, leading Itepeater by
two lengths, 1 ilgrlm fourth aud Wianfe fifth.

tory, but It wus soon discovered that the rider had
drcoped his lead pad 011 the second mile, comingIn three ami a hair pounds short wclplit. MaryLouise was then declined the winner, timid manyexpressions 01 dtssHflsfaetlon. It was generallyand extensively alleged that a similar strange acci¬
dent had happened once betore to the same stable,
and that running two entries.one to sow the seed
wldle the other reaped the harvest.was hardly the
rlfftlt thing In sportmanshtp, but, as i.tr as your
reporter could Jud*e, the loss ol weight was purely
an accident ; and so ended a k <od dir, 'h sport, with
tho knowing one.: sadly out 01 pockui.

WASHINGTON?.

Surrender of tlie Guvi i iiment to the New
York Central Railroad.

There lias been considerable comment over the
removal of Collector Bnilcy, of the Albany district,
and tlie appointment of Assessor Lothrop to that
office. Tho change, it Is said, would have been
mifce long ago but for prudential reasons. Tiie
President thought It would be construed as pan¬
dering to tie New York Central Railroad clique, for
Mr. Bailey has persistently enforced the Instruc¬
tions of the Internal Revenue Bureau. Tho
friends of the road rallied and brought
the necessary military pressuro to bear
upon the President In favor of tlie corporation, so
Bailey was removed and Lothrop appointed. Tho
President knew that a premature announcement
of the change would rally a battalion or politicians
in Washington. Orders were consequently given
to the head of the Treasury Department that under
no circumstances should the changes be made
known through his department. The commissions
had been signed and were in the possession of the
Commissioner of Internal Revenue early yesterday
afternoon, yet he did not dare give them out.
When it was positively known the President would
leave for St. Louis last night, the new appoint¬
ments were promulgated from the White House, it

is officially stated now that no effort will be made to
prosecute the New York Ceutral Railroad officials,
and the Bplurge to collect the scrip dividend tax
will last another four years.
Supervisor Ilawley and the Internal

Revenue Irregularities.
The friends of Supervisor Hawley, In New York,

are aggrieved by the connection of his name with
tho irregularities In the Second district. They
claim that he bad nothing whatever to do with the
examination of Collector Treadwell's accounts, ex¬

cept to verify the statement that the amounts
reported as collectable and unpaid had been paid
to the Collector months belore the examination
took plaee. He bad nothing whatever to
do with the discovery of the fraud, and, so far
as he knew, fulfilled his duty. The fault
complained of was that all the parties Implicated
were not proceeded against. One clerk, for in¬
stance, whose account the examiner said showed

a deficit of $1,400, when called upon to explain,
Immediately drew a check for the amount, remark¬
ing that the examiner was nothing better than a

Mack-mailer, an<l rather than have him exercise hm
authority he would trust to the justice of the offi¬
cials in Washington to recover that amount. It is
useless now to disguise the tacts. There Is very

The attempted Introduction1^ an Invoice of in¬

terior toreign watches, purporting to be of Ameri¬
can manufacture, has been prevented by the Cus¬
tom House authorities under the act or March 3,
1871, passed for the protection of domestic manu¬

factures. That law prohibits the Introduction of
foreign goods made in imitation or and purporting
to be of American articles, and the question aris¬
ing under It was whether the contraband goods
should be destroyed or sent back to the port of ex¬

portation, as to sell them la this country, even for
the benefit of the government, would defeat tlie
oblect of the law. The Treasury Department has
ordered the reshlpment of tlie goods, and this rute
is to govern for the lutnrc in all such cases.

Arrival of tho Presidential Party at Pittsburg,
En Boute to St. Louis.Mrs, Grant, Miss
Nellie and General Babcock Accompany
the Executive.His Modoc Views.Tho
Guilty Oaly To Be Punished.

riTTfcrno, Pa., April 17, 1873.
President Grant arrived In 'this city this morning

at half-past eight o'clock on liis way to St. I,ouls,
and proceeded to the .Union Depot Hotel. There
waa 110 rnsa or bustle about the Chief Kxecntive's
arrival. lie came like an ordinary traveller and
walked about the depot like an old resident. Ac¬
companying the President were liis wife, his
daughter, Miss Nellie, and General Babcock. The
party entered the hotel by tho main entrance and
were escorted by the head waiter, in white gloves
and tierce brass buttons, to a small table in one
corner of the dining room, wncre breakfast was
served.

BREAKFASTING IN PITTSDlinO.
The appetite of those guests who made the dis¬

covery that tlicy were breakfasting in the name
room with the President and his family was, in
several depressing instances, irretrievably ruined;
but tiic main body of the guests remained In posi¬
tive ignorancc of tho presence of the Presidential
party, llreakfast was slowly eaten, so that It was
about nine o'clock when they left the hotel. The
party proceeded directly to the cars. Generals
Grant and Babcock strolled about for a few
moments on the platform and then again retired
within the car. The President took his seat In an

easy clialr, lit. a chubby Havana and commenced to
read the morning papers, sending out of the win¬
dow into the morning air clouds of blue fragrant
smoke. He was neatly dressed In a dark broad¬
cloth suit, blue cheviot overcoat and a high silk
hat of the latest style.
Mrs. Grant sat nearly opposite. She was dressed

in a neat travelling suit of dark color, and was en¬

gaged at the time of the visit with a book. Miss
Nellie sat just behind her mamma, gazing out of
the window, engaged in the Impossible tas* of try¬
ing to pierce a Pittsburg fog. She was also very
plainly attired, having a little round hat with a
small plume swathed in a travelling ve l perched
upon her brown curlg. She w#s looking rather
tired, as if Bight travelling did not agree with her.

TIIR PRESIDENT AND THE MODOC*.
General Babcock was interviewed with regard to

the probability of the President expressing his
views In regard ro the Modoc troubles.

The Information from that quarter is
meagre as yet, but I am expecting intelligence mo¬

mentarily."

Havana, April 15, 1873.
An American, giving tho name of Oscar

Wilson, was arrested hore on the arrival of tho
steamship Morro Castle on tho complaint of
Michael Haydon, Chief of Detectives of tho
London police force, au:l of Sergeaut of Police
William Green, passengers on the Morro
Custlc, who hiivo boon sent to Like Bidwell,
tho alleged forger on Iho Bank of England,
to London.
BHAIIP PRACTICE BY DQ'FEBENT CLASSES OF

PROFESSIONALS.

It appears that tho valises of Haydon and
Greon were "gone through" by a professional,
and the sum of forty English sovereigns, with
some papers, robbed from them. Suspecting
Wilson of having committed tho robbery tho
officers had his vulise searched at a momont
when ho wan engaged in a *>mall game of
poker. Tho searchers found (herein burglar's
tools and the koy of room No. 2(i of thoMaison
Dorce, where the detectives were quartered in
New York.

bold strokes for a legal baffle.

It is supposed that Wilson is a confederate
of Bidwell's gang, and that his present inten¬
tion was to obtain, by stealing them, the legal
documents bearing on Bidwell's case, and
thus prevent his extradition from Cuba.

Wilson's baggage was again searched after
his arrest, but nothing further of a criminal
character was found. A few more tools use¬

ful to the burglar fraternity were found under
Iho mattress of the bed of tho English detec¬
tives, tho remainder having boon undoubtedly
thrown overboard secretly and prudently.

THE CHIEF ACTOBS IN THE PROCEEDINGS.

Tho chief actors on behalf of law aud tho
rights of property were Inspectors Haydon aud
Groen, ol the London police, and Mr. Good,
a clerk in the Bank of England. Oscar Wil¬

son, who is supposed to be a celebrated thief
in New York, took passage on the steamer

shortly before hor wiling from that port.
When the vessel had been to sea but a few hours
Mr. Green's trunk was opened and tho forty
sovereigns and eomo jewelry abstracted.
Purser Ilimond, of tho Morro Castle, sus¬

pected Wilson of the theft and kept a watch
on him, while others on tho steamer sus¬

pected one of the waiters.
SPECIAL MANAGEMENT OF THE CASE.

On Saturday evening Wilson was invited to
take a walk on the deck, and while doing so a

person went below and inspected the satchel
which ho brought on board the steamer. In tho
satchel wero found a complete set of burglar's
tools and skeleton keys of beautiful workman¬

ship. The Morro Castle arrived here on Sun¬

day evening, and the passengers were not per¬
mitted to land on account of the lateness of
the hour. While the passengers were on deck
Wilson went below and abstracted a quantity
of papers from the bnggage of the officers.
After the first attempt to rob the trunks the
Londoners removed the papirs and kept them
about their persons.

THE MEN WANTED.

T'ie clerk of the Bauk of England has iden¬
tified Bidwell as the man who opened an ac-

couut with the bank, aud the English dotcc-
tives have also identified him as a noted
character.
The Havana authorities have arrested Wil¬

son on the chargc of burglary. Tho crime
was committed inside tho harbor of Havana,
and the ease is consequently under Spanish
jurisdiction. '

The English detectives and British Consul
have completely baffied the efforts of Bidwell's
friends to obtain his release.
