Havana, May 29, 1873.

The quarrel between the republican paper, the
Trltruno, and the conservative press Is approaching
a crisis. The Voz de Cuba accuses the Trittuno of
being a libel on everything Spanish, the same as
the insurgent journals in New York. The Tritmno
lately accused General Portllla, who is la command
of the Clnco-Vilias district, of being engaged in
a cattle speculation at Villa Clara. The volunteers
published a protest against this accusation, but
Portllla has made no reply to the charge.
The conservatives are doiug their utmost to

compel the Tritmno to discontinue publication. The
Trittuno is apparently unconcerned, and continues
to publish peculiar facts connected with the admin¬
istration, occasionally giving names.
The Tritmno having addressed a numiier of

editorials to the volunteers, several volunteer
officers have published a card, saying:."We de¬
spise praise of the Tribuno, which merits only our
contempt."

TUB VOX POrilLI.
Tne republicans claim to have numerous adher¬

ents among the volunteers. They have certainly
received accessions from the laboring classes.

BRITISH PROGRESS IN ASIA.
Preparation for . Special Mission to

Chinese Turkiitan.
The Rangoon Gazette of the 18th of April fur¬

nishes the following report of the progress of
British exploration and diplomacy in Asia:
From a paragraph in the Indian Statesman we

learn that the Yarkand Mission (Chinese Turkes¬
tan), which is to accompany the Envoy after his
return to India, is to consist ol six officers.Mr.
Forsyth, Colonel Gordon, Captain Trotter, Royal
Engineers; Captain Chapman, Royal Artillery;
Captain Biddulph, Aide-de-camp, and Dr. Cayley.
The mission will leavo about July, and go, via
i arkand, to Aksu, and some of the party will prob¬
ably go about three hundred or four hundred miles
iurther. Our contemporary believes that no Euro¬
pean has yet been beyond Yarkana in the direc¬
tion of Aksu.
The Yarkand Envoy is making a short stay In

Bombay before leaving for Constantinople. He has
visited the Exhibition and been shewn over one
of the naval monitors.

APOPLEIT IN THE ARCTIC REGIONS.
A Slip In Dr. Hayes* Memory.The Engi¬
neer of McCllntoelt's Expedition Die*
aa Captain Mall is Reported to Han
Died.

To the Editor of the Herald:.
As to the pessibillty or Captain Hall having

died or apoplexy, as related by Tyson and Meyers,
Dr. Hayes Is reported as saying that he never
knew of such a thing happening In that region, it
has, probably, escaped his recollection that tho
engineer of McCllntocK's expedition died ef this
disease on the 6th or November, 1858.
The rollewing is the passage In "McCllntock's

Narrative" which chronicles the event:.

IMMENSE RUSH OF BILLS.

Albany, May W, 1873.
The sharp Industry of the Senate was continued

wltn rouowed seat this morning. Bills were read
. third time with remarkable despatch and dis¬
posed of. Quite a number of a kind Interesting to
New Yorkers were defeated. Among theso were
the bill to relmuburse the Ninth regiment for uni¬
forms, which was- lost by a vote of 12 to 7; Sheriff
Brennan's bill, which provides for the paymont of
clerks in the Sheriff's ottlee, by 14 to 10, and the
now celebrated

LOCAL IMPROVEMENT BILL,
it to o This bill has had such a strange career slnoe
it came into existence, that If for no other .reason
the Monitors felt like being chary of It. It had suf¬
fered pretty severely at the hands of the Senate
once before, and had been recalled by the lower
House, where It had again suffered very severely at
the h&ndH of the Speaker, and its reputation con¬
sequently was not ot that pure and unsullied char¬
acter that will alone quiet the apprehensions and
suit the views of the watchful New
York delegation. So whou this bill came up
again in the Senate on a motion to concur
In certain amendments made In the Assembly,
Benedict and Tiemann were both ready to pop up
one after another and clog its progress. First Tie¬
mann moved to recomtnil and substitute his own
bill, which was, in lact. the original of this one,
though no more like it now than "1 to Hercules."
That was lost. Benedict then moved to strike out
the cnacting clause and said that the present bill
was In no sense the bill it pretended to be; that It
set aside the provisions of the charter in some in¬
stances, and that, indeed, it was so extraordinary
a bill that the Assembly had become ashamed of It,
and in a panic had asked to have It returned from
the Senate before they could act upon It.

SENATOR WOODIN ON SPEAKER CORNELL.
Senator Woodln, who backed the bill, said the

Assembly might well have got into a panic when
the Speaker of that House came himself on to the
floor and demanded the recall or this bill, terming
It, as he did then, tne most outrageous bill he had
evor heard or. It was recalled in obedience to this
demand, and Irom that day to this the Speaker of
the Assembly has not uttered a word against it,
not thrown a single ray ol light upon what he
called Its darkness. Ho has never opened
his mouth since upon it.a bill which
he came down from his seat to de¬
nounce as an outrageous and extraordinary
measure, to tju; very which u%dcr his eye
and nis coatrol had pSVsed It. He presides Over
that body by its consideration and kindness, and I
claim it is due to the integrity of that body that he
make some explanation or his wholesale denuncia¬
tion or their work In passing this bill, against which
in all his wholesale imputations ho has lailed to
sneciry a single charge. Senator Woodln continued
uJ til his tive minutes were up, expluinlag
the provisions or the bill, and at the con¬
clusion Mr. r.enedict's motion was lost. A
number ol other motlous, all Intended to clog the
bill, were made by the hew Yorkers, but all were
lost.

Mr, Husted, in support or his
motion, said he did not propose to eulogize tor.
Winston, ror he needed none at his hands.he was
too woll known to the world. He declared
that It was btit right and proper that the
matter in question should be disposed of. Mr.
Weed accused Mr. Beebe or having, under cover or
a petition got In an order to investigate the affairs
of an Insurance company, anil this being so he
could not. see wuy there was any outrage In the
attempt, to tret the two reports before the House.
Mr. Beebe retorted that he had not acted under
cover, and contended that ir the motion prevailed
he would resort to every parliamentary privilege
to defeat Its object, no matter how other important
business of the House would suffer. The motion
was then taken by yeas and nays, and was declared
lost by 81 nays to 47 yeas. There was much reeling
manliosted during the debate.

claimed or unmallalde they are not to lie returned to
writers or sent to the Dead Letter ortice. No "return re¬
quest" written or printed ou a pestsi card is to be re¬
garded.
When returned by letter carrier* as ltndeliveraldc they

will be entered In the return book (or "log") and de¬
scribed by tlie initials "F. 0."

Postal cards on which are printed, drawn or written
any obscene, vulgar or indecent words or pictures, or any
scurrilous epithets or disloval devices, cannot Ik; do-
livered by carriers or conveyed In the mails; and all
which may be discovered b< aring sueh objectionable
words, pictures or devices will be sunt, once each day, in
a package or envelope addressed to "Searcher's Depart-
ment. Post office," and mamed "X. P. 0." When sent
fri'in a station the package or envelope will be properly
post-marked.
Although unprotected by a seal, postal cards

are aevertheless mail matter entrusted to
the Post OIHce for tranemi.ision and delivery
only, and as such sheulil be exempt trom all
Idle curiosity and comment on the part ot i'est office ein-
ployeg. Clerks and letter carrier* are therefore in-
strueted not to make the messages, ic , on postal cards
the subject of conversaUon among themselves or with
persons not employed !¦ the Post Office, and (except as
may be required by the. preceding paragraph) not to give
special attention to any part of a postal card except the
address. In no case will any clerk or carrier bo allowed
to exhibit an addressed postal card, or communicate any
message which may be written upon it, to any one not
enipmyed In the Post Office, except to a person author¬
ized te receive it.
