On the morning of the 21st ultimo, at four o'clock,
1 was aroused from a found sleep ami informed
that a captain of the Spanish array, two i+ia-
hores and several terenot had been knocking at
my house door and wanted to see me. I told the
servant to open the door, admit the party and ask
what they wanted. The servant soon returned,
Informing me that the onicer wished to see me in
person. I then arose and hurriedly dressed and
then walked down to the first floor or my house*
and there met Captain Manuel Lescano, an officer
with whom 1 was acquainted, accompanied )>y the
police ofllcers already mentioned, who, advancing
towards me, in a whining tone, informed me ol his
"regrets" to tell me thart he had received orders to

SEARCH THE HOUSE AND ARREST ME.

Replying to him that the "regrets" were entirely
on my side, I requested him to give me the reason
of the violent procedure. Captain Lescano stated
that he was ignorant of the reason, but that he
was acting entirely in obedience to "superior
authority."

"SUPERIOR AUTHORITY" IN CI BA
Signifies "Captain General," but Charles Keade
would likely also call it "formula,'' as this "au¬
thority" is shifted from the shoulders of one ruler
to the shoulders of another. As it was altogether
tmeless to make any protest, in the lace of the cir¬
cumstances, I told the Captain to proceed, ordered
the members of my family, who by this time were
op and dressed and very much alarmed, to open
the rooms, Ac., which, as soon as done, the rap-
tain and his assistants commenced to scurch for
papers, looking for them in wardrobes, bookea-e-*,
drawers and corners, making altogether a very
thorough search.

tie first pot them close to his eyes, squinted at
them and then referred them to me, inquiring,
"What is this paper about, I can't see very well?"
An I had no motive whatever in concealing the

who, 1 must say, behaved throughout with the ut¬
most courtesy.of the purport and nature of the dif¬
ferent documents and letters ho discovered. They
were mostly private correspondence, old passports
my appointment as United states Consular Agent
at Neuvltas by the Secretary of State, Mr. Fish;
correspondence with my lawyer in New York, papers
referring to a eommlssion intrusted to me by the
Supreme Conrt of New York some twe years ago
to establish the validity of a will and testament,
telegrams from Mr. O'Kelly, the United States
Contul at Santiago dc Cuba, and Mnnzaniilo and
other miscellaneous documents, papers. Ac. The
Captain gathered together and took charge of a

great number of these, and when, probably, lie
¦upposed he had a sufficient "pile1' to make out a

which was offered him, and requested to know if I

Am I was as ready then as ever I would lie to ac¬
company him I took leave of my family in the firm
belief that all this was some mistake, and that in
a few iiours at the utmost I would retnrn to them,
and with the Captain and one of his assistants icft
my house on the way to the common jail, or, as
the Spaniards euphoniously cail It, "La Cartel
National,"

A FORTUNATE MFETINO.
Jiciorc arrive at tfte Jimrpr, I

fortunate enough to meet Mr. J. A. P ringer, the
United fctaies Consular Clerk. whom 1 had sent for,
and, luformiug mm that l was arrested without
uny chargc being made or any cause assigned, 1
begged ! im to report, the occurrence at once to
Cotisul fleucral 'i'orbert and have lam inquire im¬

mediately into the affair, which I supposed to be
an error on the part ol the authorities, as 1 wan
luliv convinced that I had not knowingly infringed
any of the laws of the country. Mr. Springer

PROMISED MI". Ills IMMEDIATE ATTENTION
and to take nil possible interest iu my affairs.
Leaving him to do this we continued on our way
io ilie "( artel."
Upon arrival here 1 was delivered over to the

alcalde or keeper. He immediately called one of
his assistants, a gruff, nncouth and dirty rascal,
who proceeded to search me, taking away iroiu
me ail 1 had on me.money, papers, Ac. As the
fellow commenced to feel all over my body, run¬
ning his dirty bauds up and down my arms and
legs to see if I had anything concealed in my
sleeves or on uiy body, aud to put las liauds Into
my pockets, 1 remonstrated, telling him 1 would
give up whatever 1 had upon me, at the same time
puttujg my own bauds into in> pockets. With

A TERRIBLE, OBSCENE OATH
(he ruffian struck my haudi aside saying, "Nothing
belonging to you is goiug to stick to my fingers,
and proceeded with his work.

Alter this scene, so revolting to my feelings, 1
was furnished with a receipt for the money taken
from me and informed at the same time 1 could have
whatever 1 wanteu ol it, as occasion offered, yii
Bmail sums. 1 then had to follow my jailer up a

long gallery which contained a number of cells oc¬

cupied by crlmiuals. Into the last one of the row I
was pushed, for upon viewing it 1 Involuntarily
shrank back from entering. Upon looking
around I found it about sixteen feet loug by
eight wide, very low and without any ven¬

tilation, bare of anything like furniture
aul not even a stool to sit on, and
containing only a wooden tub, the odor irom which
was not oi roses, and can be better imagined than
described. 1 asked my jailer to lurnish me with a
chair. He said he had none ; but I promised him
$1 for the loan of something to sit on, as I was very
tired. He soon returned with a leather-bottomed
chair. The grated iron door was locked upon me
and 1 found myself iu solitary confinement, or, as

the .Spaniards peculiarly term this condition of
cutting oue .fflroni mankind,

"INCOMCNICADO,"
tin- horrors of which 1 was soon to experience, but
wmeh at that particular juueture 1 could not real-
ize. I.cft to myself, and alter the echocs of my
Jailer's footsteps had died away, 1 sank,
exhausted and stilled by the close
atmosphere, upon my chair. My brain
was in a whirl from the unexpected scenes 1 had
just gone through, and I racked it in vain to dis¬
cover some clew to my imprisonment. All seemed
to me to be a dream, and I could not even divine
an.v earthly reason lor such au unwarranted seizure
of my person. What crime could I possibly have
committed against Stain, unknowu to myself?
Neither did my conscience or any act of mine
accuse me of anything. Was it beeause 1 am the

conviction of innocence betrayed me into
this candor, as 1 soon discovered that the
officer, under a mb understanding, had taken
me to the Carcel Nte«oni»i. aud his orders were to
take me to the roriresh^>it Cabuna. When this
knowledge was politely imparted to me the barome-
ter of my hopes again fell. I saw I was only to be'
taken to a still greater distance from my family and

Debarred irom acquiring advice irom my consul
: and my lnends, 1 was entirely unable io fathom

I the cause oi this mysterious proceeding on the part,
of the authorities. With the irresponsible power
of those in immediate command they continually
applied toward me the tortures of petty annoy¬
ances, insoleuoe. Insults, needless humiliation and
the most unreasonable refusals, line would be
hetter off among the cobras or wolves and ask
pity from wild beasts than be a prisoner, innocent
of any crime, immured in a lort, without knowing
the cause and deprived of every means of commu¬
nication with the outside world. But it is useless
to enter into the details of my sufferings during

THE SIX LONG HAYS
1 was cut off from the world and my friends and
specify them oue by onh. Most certainly there is

a great deal of injustice combined with ignorance
aud stupidity in the mauner arrested persons are
treated in this fortress. The Governor of La
Cabafta, Brigadier Velasco, cannot understand that

a prisoner Is a human being, flesh and blood as he
! is, and accustomed to the decencies of civilization,
i Among the officers some are gentlemen and hu¬

manely inclined, but all stand in such terrible awe
aud terror of

THE TYRANT WHO COMMANDS TnEM
that harshness is the order or the day, as the
slightest imaginary infringement on their part of

j the rules laid out for them by the Governor is se-
i verely punished by "His Excellency." ..The man-
1 agement llere is inquisitorial, " as some of the gar¬

rison have remarked to me, and the acts of despot-
ism that have come under inv own eye are quite
numerous. But. It would be unwise at present to
go into details and useless to multiply instances of
mv own experience. What benefit Is to be derive.,
from hanging out these people in a moral cage for
the world to gaze upon! They have behaved so

long iu this wilful, arbitrary manner that it has
become their second nature.
No distinction Is made nor any consideration

taken of the circumstances of the prisoner. 1 have
siucc learned that

THE WILDEST Rt'MORS WEKE AFLOAT
in Havana regarding my arrest; no reason was
known, and, consequently, rumor invented a hun¬
dred. The mildest accusation hurled against me

by the Inventive genius was that documents of
Importance had been found upon the dead body of
the Cuban General Agramonte which implicated
me in the insurrection, and so forth ami so on.
Naturally these rumors reached the officers ol this
fortress, and caused them to treat me har-hly.
Thus 1 tallied off six cruel days, minute by

minnte, hour by hour, enduring all sorts of petty
annoyances, varied daily by the change of the olli-
ccr of the guard and according to his whims.

AN EXPENSIVE HOTEL.
Arrangements had been made for me for my

meals.breakiast and dinner.at the canlina of the
fortress, for which I have to nay $3 a day and get
miserable stuff to eat into the bargain. Occasionally
the officer on duty, who had the special charge of
the M7 W IDJ cell, WW dmanned to

of my calaboose, tlr breakfast was set, down before

my breakfast. One Sunday I was deprived of kusfe
and lurk I had the officer railed and remon-
otra-i d. He answered gruffly and Insaitingly, and
s.ated rhat prisoners "inoomunieadu" were not'
entitled to this luxury. I politely intimated the
u.<elcssness or this restriction. The ottteer said,
"It is

TO PREVENT YOU FROM COMMITTING SUICIDE."
This appeared so ridiculous to me that I found no

reply, and ale my meal with my Angers for a fork.
Six days and uigiits I passed in conjectures aud

suspense.nights nearly sleepless, for at every
quarter of an hour the "Alrrta," or "All's well"
would be jelled from sentinel to sentinel through-
out the fort, oltentlmes the soldier who was keep¬
ing his watch and ward over your correspondent
volunteering the information,

"A-LE-E-R-R-RT-A-A-A!"
thr-iugli the gratings of my wiudow in a prolonged
howl, on the afternoon of the sixth day the Mili¬
tary Fiscal, the captain who arrested me, arrived,
telling me that the object of his visit was

TO TAKE MY DEC I.A RATION.
I at first hesitated, refusing to declare uuless in

the presence of the United States Consul General.
The Military Fiscal said he was ignorant that I had
any such right, but that If I persisted he would
retire, and the matter would result worse for me,
as he would have to report to the "superior autho¬
rity'' (formula again), which implied further delay,
and that my "inconiraunicatlon" would continue;
but If 1 answered his written interrogatories and
nothing serious appeared against me he would

Worn out by my long Imprisonment."incornmv.
nfm".and considering that further persistency in
my refusal would ouly postpone the early conclu¬
sion of the airalr, and as ] was anxious to be re¬
leased from this den, luliy convinced that I was
unjustly imprisoned, I consented to give my decla¬
ration, tlrst stating to the Kisral that I did so

the state of the insurrection aud report it to the
outside world.
Of course 1 gave a truthful statement or my con¬

nection with Mr. O'Kelly.there is nothing what¬
ever to hide.and stated that my intercourse with
him was only such as one correspondent would
have told another o f the same journal. Perfectly
convinced as I was that Mr. O'Kelly's mission to
this Island had nothing in it that would compro¬
mise him in regard to taking any active or even

Mr. O'Kelly, however, said that the entire stock

or incense In the churches or Havana would not
have purified the air or his dungeon. Brigadier
Velasco, .he Governor or the fort, called to see me
on the day following my communicaclnn gra¬
ciously informing me that O'Kelly's iiicommutri-
oacio/i was

AN ERROR,
and stating that he had given orders lo allow Mr.
O'Kelly to occupy the same casemate with myself,
Inquired if we would not rather have our quarters
with some Spanish officers who were under arrest.

1 politely declined, thinking that Mr. O'Kelly
would be companionship enough for me, and. as I
had been informed that he would leave on the 30th
lor Spain, hoped that the order for his departure
would be the signal for my release.
Since I was allowed to see my friends and family

my situation became more bearable, and the treat¬
ment J receive at the hands of the officers much
kinder; hut it is hard to be Imprisoned without
any cause assigned, and cooped up like a malefac¬
tor. deprived or the greatest of all boons."lib¬

MR. O'KELLY LEFT FOR SPAIN
a week ago, in excellent spirits, only too glad to
shake the soil of Cuba irom his shoes, but I still
remain in prison. The hopes I entertained or being
released upon his departure were without founda¬
tion. 1 still linger on, hoping from day to day
thai each would be the last In this hatelui vault.

OFFICIAL ACTION.
Consul General Torbert visits me almost daily and

is taking great interest in my case, which be
has reported at great length to Washington.
He telegraphed my arrest, and the Depart
ment of State telegraphed back once and
again to demand the reasons of my
arrest. But beyond the mere acknowledgment
that 1 had been arrested by order ol a military
Judge, and granting him permission to visit me,
with conditions, while I was .'fnaornnnUxulo,^
which General Torbert did not accept, the high

TAKEN NO NOTICE OF HfS DEMAND,
made in tue name of the United states. Unless
the government or the United states takes up the
question with more lively interest my stay within
these already too lamillar walls may be indefinite.

It appears that the Spanish government has at
last resolved on some decisive action in my regard,
bnt, like most Spanish resolutions, it is in its na¬
ture most unlooked for. It wonld be useless to
waste time in conjecture either as to the cause or

end ol my voyage to Spain. So far I have no
official intimation that I am to be sent across the
ocean, nlthongh the steamer sails to-morrow,
llowever, the General commanding the fort in¬
formed Mr. Price yesterday that I would be sent
away by the next steamer. It has been my misfor¬
tune to be too much in contact with Spanish
officials to allow any action on their part to sur¬

prise me, so that
WHEN 1 READ IN THE HERALD

that I was to be sent for "trial" to Spain I only
I shrugged my shoulders, consoling myself with the

reflection that In no part of the world could I fall
ihto the power of a more shameless lot of rascals
than the gentry who hold me prisoner in Cuba.

the manner of my treatment by the soi-cllsant
chivalry, whose dread of the light of truth makes
them desire my extinction.

; guidance to be found therein, the distinguished
writer can imagine nothing more severe to say
to me than that 1 am "a swallow," and that
perhaps the very illustrious and learned
and chivalrous editor of the Mario does
me too much honor in pelting a column
and a half of heavy type at my bead. Fortunately
the weight of dulness is not material or 1 would
long since have been crushed Into powder, for only
the strongest constitutions could resist the pon¬
derous weight of even two paragraphs of Dlario
editorial.

ARRIVAL OF nER BRITISH MAJESTY'S SHIP PLOVEIt.
Commander nippisley Immediately demanded

information of the cause of my arrest, and pro¬
tested energetically against my being detained In
the calaboose, but was answered evasively. The
tone of the people about me soon changed, how¬
ever, when they saw the attention paid me by the
officers of the Plover and the really warm interest
they took In my well being. Indeed, over-confl-

1 dence in their certain hold on me gave way
to a panic near that the Plover meant to
take me out of Fort Gerona by main lorce.
The immediate result was a closer surveillance than
ever over my movements, which ied to some un¬
pleasant Incidents, such as the sentry being placed
in my room, with orders to bayonet me if I should
leave my bed in the Dight. These inconveniences
were, however, more than counterbalanced by the
marked respect with which 1 was treated, and
which contrasted so very strongly with the cavalier
way in which my demands for better treatment
had been received when I was looked on as a mere
wanderer, withent any strong government at my
back to support me.

THE RAOE OF THE SPANISH OFFICIALS
was in part turned away from me to the Plover,
which had appeared so Inopportunely to interfere
with their schemes. It had been more than once
hinted to me that my claim to be removed from
Mamanlllo was lnadmissable, and that the court
martial would proceed with the farce of tryiug
¦e without paying any heed to my pro-
tests or my objections. It was never the
Intention or desire of the clique that dishonors
tbe AMitf 9/ &paia MU vi hujuautj 14 um

j island that I should have a fair trial. As I was a

foreigner it was necessary to preserve pome ap-
I pcurance of judicial formality, but beyond this

j nothing was ever dreamed of but my condemua-
tiou to death.

I <*uba nothing but the express command of the

j Captain General could have prevented my condem¬
nation. The Fiscal charged with the preparations

I against mo that has ever been prepared in the
whole insurrection. My information on this point

is from sources that leave no doubt on my mind as

j to lis correctness; and it was notorious, even be-
foie I left the Morro ol Cuba, that the penalty of

i death had been demanded by the militarv judge in
my case. What may have influenced him hi Huh
great desire to have me severely punished may yet
be somewhat explained by me should I have the
happiness to find iuyseli one da}' free again. There
are some instructive incidents to be related about
the judicial system in Cuba, but it would scarcely
be wise to say much about them now.

ORDER OK REMOVAL.
On the oth of May the Fiscal or military jndge

quite unexpectedly, visited me in my cell at Man-
zanillo. He informed me that orders had been
given tiy the General at Santiago de Cuba for my
translation to that town. The notice, though
abrupt, was certainly most welcome, for I
longed to leave the stink and fanaticism
ol Manzanilio behind me. As the officers
of the Plover had been very kind to
me 1 requested permission to inform them and also
the Vice Consul or the voyage 1 was about to take,
but. the Fiscal interrupted me with a negative
wave ol his hand, informing me that I was inco-
munlcado, and could communicate with no one.
absolutely no o«e. At the same time the legal
Major pledged his word of honor that 1 would be
conducted safely to .Santiago do Cuba. The reason
or this promise being a doubt which he suspected
to exist in my mind lest the soldiers should play
what is known here as

"THE FORAGING TRICK,''
by whi-h inconvenient people are cleared off the
track. However, the word of the Major reassured
me very little, lor my experience ol Spanish
promises was not such as would ullow me io place
any very implicit laith in the most solemn
vow even of an Archbishop. A request
to write letters to be delivered after my
departure was likewise re (used, but this piece
or official impertinence reused my Milesian blood,
bo that I resolved to test the Flscal's right lu the
matter. With this idea I wrote letters to the Vice
Consul and Commander Hippisly, entrusting them
to the Governor or the fort, who promised lode-
liver them in tne morning.
Between ten and eleven o'clock at night the

Fiscal came again, and I was roused out of a sound
sleep to go on board the steumer ror Cuba. At
this point I was informed that, as a matter or pre¬
caution, it was

THOUGHT NECESSARY TO PINION MK.

Knowing the chivalrous character or the people
with whom I had to do I submitted to this outrage,
simply Informing the Major that, being his prisoner,
he could dispose ol me as he thought fit. a ser¬
geant then advanced with a long rope, by the aid
ol which he bound my arms tightly above the
elbows, drawing them back with rorce until 1 pre¬
sented something or the appearance or

A SKEWERED CHICKEN.
The rope waB wound many times round my arms,

and so tightly that for many uays my arms bore
the marks or the bruises. As soon as the tying up
was completed I set out, surrounded by some six¬
teen soldiers, who were ordered to load their
arms, and "three illustrious swords,-' a powertul
soldier holding on to the end or the rope in order
to make assurance doubly sure, lu this order we
lert Fort Gcroua and directed our footsteps to¬
wards the town, which lay at our leet bathed In a
flood or silvr lignt, the square, flat-roofed houses
looking like checkered patchcs of light and
shatlow in the calm moonbeams. Whether

THE 1-LKAfiUKK OP qt'ITTINU MY PRISON
affected my Judgment l cannot say, but the night
seemed to me one of the most beautiful I had ever
witnessed. It was owing to this fact, no doubt,
that many groups still loitered in the streets and
on the door steps, although the hour of midnight
was fast approaching, when under ordinary cir¬
cumstances a Cuban town is as silent and deserted
as a graveyard. The party, on reaching the town,
carefully avoided the more populous streets and
marched zig zag through the blocks so as to reach
the steamer, which was moored at the farthest
outlying wharf irom the center or the town My
progress through the town had created

A SUBDUED SENSATION

among such or the Inhabitants as had not retired
to rest. They looked on me no doubt as "one more
unrortunate" going to his doom; and in truth
there were moments when I doubted whether or
not my destination was the one announced. How-
ever, all inquietude on this point was soon set at
rest by our debouching at the head or the wharl
and onr arrival a rew minutes later on board one
or the South Coast steamers. Here i had

Under these circumstances I inquired when ray
guardians Intended to take the cords off, as it
was impossible to go to bed under existing
conditions. I was told that the steamer would not
leave lor some hours, and that the twenty armed
men who were guarding me did not think it safe
to loosen my bonds until we had lert the harbor.
With this pleasing prospect before me 1 sat down
to await the good will and pleasure or my amiable
guardians, consoling myseir with reflecting on the
honor, the generosity and

short time the Fiscal became ashamed or himself,

I might go to bed, with orders, however, to leave
the door open, so that the sentry could keep me in
view all night.
The following afternoon we arrived in the Bay o

Santiago do Cuba, where the steamer was over

hauled by a police boat with the object of carrying
me off to the

CASTILLO DEL MORRO,
which Is situated on a bold headlund at the mouth
of the harbor, a most romantic looking old edifice,
that in old times must have been a formidable de¬

fence, but that nowadays, like most Spanish glory,
is a subject lor the antiquary. A quar¬
ter of an hour's rowing from the point
Where I was taken off the streamer

brought us to a small cove lying between the
Morro and the battery of the Estrelia. We were

allowed to approach without being challenged, and
It was ouly when the noise or the boat grating on

the beach called the attention of the colored sen- |
Unci to our presence that any notice was taken of
us, and even then not much. Full twenty minutes
were occupied in toiliug up the wludtng path that
leads to the citadel that crowns the works. Alter
crossing a heavy looking drawbndge, about which
other groups of

were lounging, who straightened themselves up as

well as they could to salnte bis mightiness, the
major who bad me in charge, I found myseir passing

and the Monument of decay. The swarthy faces of
the soldiers, their almost fantastl raggedness, the
sheen of arms and the clunking of chains as some
unlortunate convict hobbled across the courtway,
would have supplied inexhaustible rood for brush
and pencil if one were at. liberty and could enjoy
these sights itoin a strictlv artistic point of view;
but seen through a grated hole some nine inches
square in one's cell door quite takes the interest
oui or the most romantic scenes.
While I was discussing in my own mind how I

sliouki dispose of myself the door of mv cell opened
to allow the entrance of the cautceu keener, who
wished to know ifl desired to eat something, ex¬
pressing his regret at the same time that there whs
nothing to be had but some

seasoned with cameen wine. The prospect
was uot very inviting, hut. it was neces¬

sary to eat, so I told him to furnish
the luxurious repast, at. the same time

requesting that he would send me a chair and
table until such time as I could procuro furuituro
from Santiago de Culm. Mot withstanding a long
fast and excellent good will, the preserved mutton
was too much for me, and 1 was obliged to content
myself with a cup of coffee and dry bread until
morning. While 1 was still discussing this some¬
what humble fare some convicts arrived from San¬
tiago with chairs, table and bed, sent by the mili¬
tary administration, so that I found myself in

COMPAKATIY ELY COMFORTABLE qtTARTERS.
During my stav in this port more consideration

was shown to me than at any other point. This
was chiefly due to the warm Interest taken in my
welfare by the American, Kngilsh and French Con¬
suls, supported by the presence of the I'lover,
whose commander had put to sea as soon as ho
had learned of my abduction from Corona. The
mystery attending my removal was due to fears
entertained by the authorities lest tho commander
ol the I'lover should attempt to release me by force.
On this accouut they did uot hesitate to slight
the Urltisii commander iu a most niarKcd manner;
indeed, the indifference o! the Spaniards to tho
representations and protests of Kn^land In this
affair lias been most marked.at times bordering
closely on contempt. An instance of this oc¬
curred at Santiago de Cuba, where Commander
llipplsley paid the authorities two visits, neither of
which was returned until the Commander tele¬
graphed the fact to the Commodore at Jamaica,
when the Governor sent one of his aides-de-camp
to go trhrough the form ol acknowledging the visit.
In obedience to Instructions received from

Jamaica Commander Htpptslejr asked to be In-
lormed of the date of my trlul, and the constitution
of the Court. Alter some days he received a reply

years ago. Fortunately lor him, he had In General
Torbert a worthy representative of the nation
who insisted on his immediate release, while the
shopkeeplng representatives or the British Hon
were trylnu to invent excuses lor the Spanish
government's action against me. When the whole
truth comes to be knowu it will be soen that the
Itrltish representatives in tins island have been ray
jailers rather than my protectors. The only notice¬
able incident in my residence at the Morro was the
tardy permission
TO PROMENADE TOR TWO HOURS EACH DAY ON TUB

RAMPARTS,
which was granted owing to the persistent demand
of Commander llipplsley. It was not accorded a

whit too soon, as the prolouged close confinement
had began to tell seriously on my health. It has
even left traces that 1 tear may not be
soou eradicated, unless the sea voyage
allows mc to recuperate. The decision ol
the Spanish government has certainly pnzzied
me: but ir I am being conducted to Spaiu with the
intention ol extracting from me information about
the Cubans which It would dishouor me to give
the result will

SCARCELY MEET SPANISH EXPECTATIONS.

In one ol my lormer letters attention was called te
the peculiar constitution of the Spanish official
mind which makes swords, pens and consciences ap¬
pear so much merchandise, to be purchased at will.
It does not seeui to strike these scions of chivalry
thai an honest man holds Ills good name above

price; but not having this sentiment themselves
Spanish officials never suspect Its existence in
others. It would pain above expression te find
that men like Castelar and l-'igueras should lend
themselves to such vileuess, though I am prepared
lor any amount ol rascailty at the hands or Spanisli
Governors or officials in Cuba.

REMOVED TO HAVANA.
On the 2lst or May I was putj oa board the

steamer lor Havana, without any further explana¬
tion than that it was doue by order of the Captain
General. That uwrul name was enough ror mc, be¬
sides my friend assured me that to a certainty I
wonld be immediately released on my arrival at
Havana. This idea was encouraged by the consid¬
erate treatment 1 received during the voy¬
age irorn Major Kerrandiz, In whose charge
I was placed. On my arrival In Havana all illu¬
sions of this kind were somewhat rudely dissipated
by the news or Mr. Price's arrest, ami the order for
my confinement in the Cabafla fortress, where 1
was conducted by the special order of the
republican Captain General. Here, at least.
I ex pected to be treated with considera¬
tion, but was fated to the rudest kind
or disappointment. No one could toll me

WHY MR. PRICE HAD BEEN ARRESTED
and even the Consul General had been refuse®
permission to see him unless under conditions
which it was not in keeping with his dignity as the

representative of the United States to accept*
The question or ttie right or the Spanish govern¬
ment to seize upon citizens or a free country, cast
them into prison and deprive them of all
communication, not alone with their friends,
but also with the representatives ef their nation, »*
is one that is justly open to question. Under our

laws no such outrags could be perpetrated on »

Spanish citizen, and this is a point ou which reci¬
procity is of more importance than in questions of
selling plus or patent mediclues. If the govern-
ment insists on reciprocal advantages in eases of
trade, there can be no good reason why the
personal ireedom enjoyed by Spaniards in

America should not be guaranteed to Americans
in Spanish possessions. If this cannot be secured
it would be well to exclude Spaniards by special
act of Congress iroiu the benefits accorded to civ¬
ilized peoples, among whom they have only Tery
slender claims te be uumbered. This may appear
rather a prejudiced aud narrow minded view to

tale ol the question. No doubt philanthropists
will l»e found to recommend us to
