the farm laborers employed at the royal estate at
Odborne. We now leave our correspondent to

London, June i#, 1873.
rne royai estate or usoorne, wnicti i nave recentlyvisited, Is situated In the Isle or Wight, near

East Cowes. and can be reached by crossing the
water either from Portsmouth or Southampton.
The loriner la the shorter route, and consequently
the one always adopted by the Queen, but the latteris infinitely more plcturcsqne. Steamersmore roomy and comiortable than
are generally to be found In England
convey the passonger down the broad
expanse of Southampton water, where are to be
tieen pilot boats on the lookout for homeward bound
craft, trim and elegant yachts skimming before the
wind, and here ana there some huge leviathan belongingeither to the Peninsular and Oriental or
the Koyal Mail Company, ploughing its way Into
dock or carrying a bevy of outward-bound passengers,whose sad iaccs are regretfully turned
toward the native laud so rapidly sinking behind
them. This enormous pile of red buildings, faced

v with white stone, said to be
V A Ql'AfcTBR or A MILK TN LENGTH,
Is Netley Hospital, for the accommodation of invalidsoldiers, and some distance further, on the oppositeside of the water, we come upon Calsholt
Castle, an old fortress, now dismantled and used
as a coastguard station. Here In mid-stream lies
tlie Hector, an enormons Ironclad, actinir as guardship,and In front of us across the silver streak of
sea lies West Cowes, the headquarters of the principalEnglish yacht squadrons and the place where
the most Important regattas are held. The point
to the extreme right Is called Egypt Point, the
favorite bathing ground oI the ladles, and there
are the machines drawn np with their white awningsalready spread out (tor the service of their fair
occupants. Then come terraces or houses, some on
the shore, Bomc one above the other climbing up
the cllfT, then the stone-embanked promenade, and
Immediately above that an ancient castellated,
tnrretted building, which has now been modernizedinto the club house of the Royal Yacht Squadron,with a Que conservatory and a lovely, smoothshavenvelvet lawn which, in the season, are the
favorite resorts of snch ladies as get the muchmuch-aought-forprivilege of entr e. Our steamer
tucks now, and in a rew minutes is brought up
alongside the pier, where we disembark. Our sea

journey Is, however, not yet finished, and wc have
to ferry across the mouth of the lUver Medina in a

tiny steam launch to East Cowes, near which OsborneHouse Is situated.
It may here be remarked that whereas BuckinghamPalace. 81. James' Palace and Windsor Castle

are royal residences.the property of the Sovereign
for the time being.Osborne llouse and Balmoral
arc the personal and private property of queen
Victoria. The former was purchased by the late
Prince Consort some twenty years ago, and is a
magnificent house, in a tine situation, looking
d«rwn over the broad expanse of green meadow
to the sea. It is, however, not nearly so finely

, Mtuated or of so picturesque a style in itself as its
neighbor, Norrls Castle, which was much coveted
by the Prince Consort while making his selection.
The owner of Norrls Castle, however, was a Mr.
ltobcrt Bell,

called the Weekly Dispatch, to which the poetess
Kilisa Cook used to contribute, and In which a

to the extent of avarice and declined to pay Mr.
Hell his price.

East Cowes Is a little village, very small but intenselyrespectable. The poorest shops have a

Presently Mr. Macpherson joined me.a big, burly
Scotchman, with wcll-cut features and a hard,
shrewd expression. I told him at once who I was
and what was the nature ol my business.to obtain
for the Herald full particulars of the matter in
dispute between the Queen and her laborers, and
to glean from the various parties their own versionsof the matter. *

Mr. Macpherson did not seem much disposed at

flrst to enter into the subject, but the mention of
the Hrrai.d somewhat modified him. "1 know the
New York Herald," he said, "aDd I once saw Mr.
Bennett when he was down at Cowes with the Henrietta.(All men in the Isle of Wight, no matter
what be their pursuits, seem to take an Interest in
yachting matters.) When is Mr. Bennett coming
to us again? There la a Yankee yacht lying In the
river now.the Saopho they call her.bat she don't
take my fancy like the Henrietta did. Well, now,
yon want to know about this question with the
laborers. There is not much to tell. Thirty-two of
them signed a round robin and sent it direct to
the Queen demanding more wages and.
Correspondent.One moment. What wages are

paid on the estate f I suppose as good as any
other part of the Island f
Mr. Macpherbon..Better; a shilling a week better

than any where. Why, rome of our men get 41
a week, many of them 16s. and not one under lis.,
while boys can earu 10s. a week. In addition to
to this each of them bus a cottage.not a tumbledownpigsty, mind, but a capitally built, good cottage,with half an acre of garden land. Then her
Majesty alwayB sends them a present at Christmas,
and there is a doctor specially kept for them,
whose services arc at their disposal whenever they
are 111, and their wages are paid during all the time
of their sickuess. Why, sir, I have paid a man sixternweeks' wages and he has never worked a
stroke all the time t
Correspondent..To what do you attribute tliia

discontent ?
Mr. Macptierson..'To a combination; started entirelyby one man.1 won't name him.but be >b a

fellow who preaches the doctrines of that radical
Arch, at Sheffield. I know En^liBh laborers well, sir.
I have been all over England, and I tell you the fact
is, that these men were too much Indulged. They
thought that they had only to ask and have. And
fancy the impertinence of them in sending their
round robin direct to the Queen herself! Why, sir,

not tue greatest lord in the land
would have dared to have done so. It should have
cume uirouRn me or sir monias isiuauipn, om

they sent it direct to the Queen herself. My God!
1 never heard of sach a thing.
And here Mr. Macpherson wlpe<1 hie brow and

looked petrified with amazement at tbe atrocity of
the proceeding.
Correspondent -What did the Queen do with

this round robin ?
Mr. Macpherson.Sent it back to me to deal with

as I thought proper.
Correspondent.And what did you do r
Mr. Macpherson.Discharged seven out of thirty

twomen at a month's notice.
correspondent.That was rather sharp work,

was it not ?
Mr. Macpherson.Sharp work ! It wns the only

wav of moeting the case, and what was the consequence? Here are ail these men begging and praying
to be taken back again: but they wont be; and not
a post comes in but what brings me heaps of letters,from all parts of the country, from people
asking to be taken on as the Queen's laborers.
Correspondent.And you will not take any «f

these discharged men back again into the Queen's
service?
Mr. Macpherson.Certainly not. 1 would sooner

send up to the London Union Workhouses and get
able-bodied paupsrs irom them
Correspondent.Did the English newspapers

make any comments upon the case?
Mr. MAcriiKxsoN (with great disgust).News,

papers? 1 am sick of them. Of course they did.
The radical newspapers.that man Reynolds
ought to be hanged.tried to make a great stir about
it, but it wouldn't do. People are siok of newspapersnow, sir, and there will be a change In the
state of things. What has made the newspapers
have no influence is, there is never a word or truth
In any of them; they all hit either too high or too
low. No offence to tou. sir. but vou know wiiat 1
mean.
This concluded oar discussion on the subject, and

after a tew words or general conversation 1 shook
hands with Mr. Macpherson and took my leave.
Having thus obtained the views of one of the
parties to the dispute my object was, of course, to
hear what rnc other side had to say, hut this was
a more difficult task. I had previously obtained
the names of two or three of the discharged
laborers, bnt on the Osborne estate at least I conld
not and any L'ody who cither would or could give
me any idea of their whereabouts. Two men who
were clipping a beautiful privet hedge were very
civil and communicative until I touched upon the
dreaded topic, when they declared thev would
"rAther not say anything about ttuit 'ere, and at
one or two of the cottages at which I called they
professed complete Ignorance as to where the
incriminated men were to be fonnd. Bat later in
the day 1 came upon two of the men who had been

of sending a letter direct to their employer, and
here Is a record of my conversation with them, j
do not give their names tor obvious reasons, but I
will call them 13. and J. Jt. is a man of abont thirty
years oi age, middle BfrHght, sunburned race
strongly built, the very model of an English agriculturallaborer. J. is an old man, probably nearly
sixty, with bowed back and grizzled hair and
deeply furrowed face. After a little talk, In which
they narrated the circumstances of the sending of
the round robin and their discharge, their statementdiffering but little from that of Mr. Macpherson,I asked th(*m why they did not first appeal to
him Instead of going directly to the Queen.
B..Appeal to him ? Why, bo we did. We went

to Mr. Macpherson and told him that prices of
everything bad risen so that we could not feed our
famines.
UoRRfcsrosnKNT.Stay one moment. I am given

to nnderstand that you had better wages than any
one in the Island, and that some of you were receivinga pound a week.
B..It's a lie. Ni man as I know of had more than

fourteen shllliugs a week, and out of that two
shillings a week were deducted lor rent. Then
then* was no overtime, no pay for harvesting or

anyttiing of thmt kind. Twelve shilling* a week
wax all we could earn.
J..They Rave ns t>eer, air, In harvest time, but It

was so bad we couldn't drink it, and twelve abil*
lings a week is not enough for a man with a family,
and I told htm oar Utile ones could not Uve
upon it.

Andrew H. Green Brought Up on

a Short Turn.

Judje Ingraham Issues an Order for His Arrest
in Mandamus Proceedings and Judcon JarrisCaptures Him.He Pays Up and

Hasa Narrow Eseapo from Incarcerationin the County Jail.

About half-past three o'clock yesterday afternoon,in answer to our reporter's inquiries at the
Sheriff's office, it was ascertained that an order
of arrest was oat for some important person, and
later in the day it proved to be Comptroller Oreen.

Then he continued, "Now, Mr. Green, 1 shall have
to commit you to the County Jail unless you pay
the money."

the clerk to cash a check for him. The clerk did
not know him aud refused, but oue of the proprietorseiimlnp In Ignored the check. Mr. Green paid
the money, wlit'i Jarvis remarked:.

' Mr. (ireen. I discharge you."
Mr. Green.I am very much obliged, sir.
Mr. Carter.Can you give me a receipt for the

money »"
Mr. Jarvis.The best receipt lean give you la

Mr. Green's body.
The parties separated alter courteous salutations,

and thus ended the first arrest of the Comptroller.
TO PBEVEITT SUNSTROKE.

Tq the Editor of the Ukkald:.
In a matter chiefly needing common attention for

Its regulation the best method would seem to be to
disseminate the remedial truth as widely and as

constantly as possible. Sunstroke is almost entirelythe result of heedlessness, and would soon
be unknown If our practice were conformed to a
few slinuie rules. We shall do well to watch for its
premonitions. Thf» lower creation has greatly the
advantage of us in the sense with which
the Creator has endowed them of
the effects of external Influences opon
their lives. In their original state they can ae-
commodate themselves lar belter than mankind
to tne changes going on immediately around them
in the atmospheric temperature; and this is a
grand difference between instinct and reason. The
neat is always felt to be oppressive to the brain
and general system before the sun's rays produce
in«ensit>wty; out, wnue tnc nerds arc seeking tne
water and the shade at the ver.v right moment,
man Is o.ten recklessly braving one of flic most
powerlul forces of nature.
The specific preventive or sunstroke will be

found In the proper use of cold water before the
external heat has seriously affected the system,
as cold water and ice are also known to be the
b'-st restoratives In medical hands, alter a sunstrokelias occurred: but it to. of course, dangerous
to drink large drafts of water alter the bodv Is
greatly heated. Take a glass of water now and
again, and bathe the hands and face In cold water
before the heat of the akin has become excessive, and
for such purposes towns and cities should alwavs
be tarnished with drinking fountains. And now
for the principal preventive-..Take a handkerchief,dtp it in cola water and wring It out. Thla
placed in the crown ol the hat, and its moisture renewedfrom time to time, will be found an effectual
preventive against dangerous results.
A sponge, or, In the country, a bunch of green

leaves, wetted, would anawer equally well, and
would keep molat longer. Kvcu a dry handkerchiefwithin the hat is a considerable protection to
the top of the head, and It seem* to be too often
ovennoKea inti inin in me poiui which aimoai invariablyla flrst affected. Black hats conduct the
heat rapidly down to the head. Tlie white kepi,
wbtch Mm been partially Introduced an a cover to
the bat, It good, the white acarf twisted around
the brim to ahade the bead at the point of contact
with the hat, however ornamental it may be, la
far leaa complete an a protection.
This branch of preventive medicine will be concededto he most important and worthy ol general

the weight of tyranny, on my heart and body the
chains that outraged my country. Your Ideas,
luminous with a revelation from God, opened beioremy eyes an immouae horizon. I reared
myself on the wlugs of your ardent Imagination,
on those of your admirable talent, to th« elevation
of right. Yonr splendid and sonorons style claimed
more ear than celestial mnslc. Something that I
hud not experienced Inflamed my breast and gave to
my heurt a temper lor hitherto unknown feeling*.
It seemed as 11 they had taken me by the hand to
introduce me to a new world, where Juatlce ruled,
and where all oppressed peoples asked an account;
from tnelr oppressors lor their tremendous
iniquities. Yours were the mysterious genius, and
in the heart of tyranny yon took the bandage from
my eyes and taught me the way that could conduct
me to the end of m* noblest aspirations.
Later on 1 studied other works of yours. I followedyon through the press and on the lostrum,

always admiring your colossal intellect and profounderudition. Democracy has given to your
word the force oi the tempest and the light ol the
lightning. You illuminated history and showed to
the present generation the ways that the human
race has left bloody on the earth. You cursed ail
tyrants, showing their evil deeds. Iu asking Justicefor the unfortunate you consoled humanity.
You had been, in line, the great propagandist of
those new ideas which have powerfully contributed
to purny monarchies in the decline wncro they are
placed by the spirit of the age, raising between tne
victories of the multitude tho glorious ensign or
liberty for the nations.

But a day arrived when the society among whomI was bom became agitated by tue conclusions
contained in revolutionary thought. The expiring
hoar for oppressors In this great Autllle finally
vibrated from ttie alarm hell of passing deeds.
The emancipating sword of thin unlortunate peoplewan brandished In the heavens of America;
and I, surrounded by the whirlwind of the eomb;t(
and the din of arms, saw myself separated from
all contact with tlic rest 01 tue world, and lost
sight of you.

The following are extracts from the diary of a

Cuban political prisoner, written while In the
hands of the Spaniards, and translated for the
tlKRALD:.

MEMORANDA.
A few days after the breaking out of the InsurrectionIn these parts tho Lieutenant Governor ol

guera, was relieved by C'olouel Juan Ampudla y |Domlnguez, who at first covered nlsavarlclousncNt
under a atmulated exterior, and everybody looked
(or the speedr termination ol the war in this dl»-
trlct under the direction of so upright and able a
soldier; but he could not conceal for a long time
ills sordid llkiugs, similar to the stealthy cat, that
pU)S Willi her prise before devouring It. The ttrst
proof of hu speculative administration was the
licensing of a large number of cofle« houses,
where, for tfee traveller. Ihere wore only
a bad counter and a few doxens of Mtties,
bat where, night and day. without ceasing, at the
instigation of the Pollen Commissioner, Carlos
Maria Madrofial, wero played all prohibited gamblinggames, panisbable with the severest flno
and imprisonment. Licensing these dens of ruin
and corruption has proved a source of great riches
to Ampuaia. a mulatto naneetf Angnattn ?1jol
paid him an onnce ($17, gold) dally for permissionto play prohibited gaim-*. The coffer* house
of a negro named Dclfln Hocarras gave half an
ounce ($8 60, gold) to the Governor lor a like permission.Gradually the other places, according to
what they could par. were allowed lor money to

do what wu prohibited by law. I had a friend
who, lor $4 a Jay, was allowed also to establlsu a
coffee aouae. which (id derision) lie called "Gloria*
OtpaftoUw." The permission was obtained throughthe Police Commissioner, lladrofiai.
In these hells, which are strictly prohibited by

law, many persons come to ruin and bankruptcy.
I cite only one case.that of Captain Martin
Ijerida.who dfiserted the ranks of the Spaniards
and passed over to the insurifeuis because of havingganabled away the funds or the army to the
auiouut of more than forty thousand dollars, lout
mostly In the gambling house of Kljol. under the
eye and in the pretence of Ainpudla, who, without
running the risks of chance, has secured an ounce
of gold In wlnnlugs every night. Ampudia had at
his disposal the confiscated stock farms or accused
Insurgents. lie employed men whose only duty It
wdA to drive the beeves from these places, selling
tb«oi In the town, or sending them on the steamer
Clenfnegoa or Vlliaclara to HanHugo de Cuba,
there to realize their prlceB. The number of cattle
thus disposed of cannot be less than a thousand
head, without any one knowing what has been
none wun cue large sums thus received by Ampudia.

There lives here a silversmith namod Curios 811vevia.Ho can enumerate tDC jewelry of all Kinds,

gold and sliver, with settings of fine stones, and
watches that have passed through his hands, In
hlB character ot expert and valuator, to flu the
cufferH oi the dovemor.01 course, all acquired for
a third part of their value. As a case In VolQt, I
cite the jewels of the licentiate Juan Sanches Isagulerre,who a short time ago went to Join the insurgents.The wile and larally of this gentleman
remained In the town. The wife and &mny or thiB
gentleman remained In the town. Uut, their means
of support becoming scarce, the lamlly determined
to seek the lather and husband In the Held, and to
that end all their jewelB were sold to Ampndia,
who, without considering tils rank, positionor the pay he receives Irom the
nation, found no difficulty in converting nlmself
Into a vile trafficker, to purchase these goods from
the family of au insurgent.efforts that perhaps,
by the right of embargo, belonged to his government.A friend of mine, recently arrived from Barcelona,afforded me an opportunity to personally
prove the truth of these vile transactions. He
sent for the silversmith. Sllvevla, to sell jewels and
plate. I went with them. "I wish," answered
811 vevia, "to take them to the party wlshlug to
buy;1'and straightway betook them to the Gov-
ernor's house, atterwards confessing that it was he
who wanted them. Our Governor was the man
who wanted to buy the articles at flity cents the
ounce in weight, so tnat he aspired to gain double
bis money, besides t he workmanship, on plate that
had never been used. #

great branches 01 business that In a lew months
have enriched the Governor or Manzanlllo.

PAYING HIMSELF.
I shall mention a few acts of the Police Commissioner,whom 1 formerlv knew as corporal of ulght

watchmen. Wheu he entered Into the discharge
of the duties of lila new employment, he adupted
himself perfectly to the character of Ampudla.
This municipality, lor want or funds, bus not been
able to give lilrn any pay, nor to any others of its
dependants. MaureBul possesses to-day a considerablenumber of beeves, among tnem some lost
cows, from which he supplied, during the long siege
suffered by the town, a milk daity, aud favored the

I Btiall now speak of the Jail keeper or Manzanillo.He ih a retired sergeant, named Juau lionastrey Benabent, a native of valeucia, In Spuin.

'Ihree years a«o lie entered on the discharge of his
duties, with the salary of $35 a month. During
this time he has kept a well furnished house and
a table equal to any In the town. One who
knows Cuba will affirm that ho spends each
mouth tor Ills table ul#ne at least three times the
sum of bis pay; so that in three years or service,
during which he luis received no pay rrotn the Corporation,ne has been able to satlsiy all his caprices,
at the same time that he never wanted hair a
dozen of gold ounces In his pocket, besides having
to-day a capital of live or six thousand dollars,
Iroin what lie has saved in maintaining the prisoners.From this the reader may imagine now
niuch the stomachs o( the unfortunates committed J
to his cure have suffered: taking also into account
tliut lie had to share the swindle, so that he might

A considerable number of us. political prisoners,
