Let Railroad and Steamboat'Companies
Have the Means at Hand for Amisting
the Pasgengers They Burn and Maim.
NEw YORE, August 22, 1873,
To TnE EDITOR OF THE HERALD i—

Having travelled by raliroad over the greater
portion of the United States and Canadas, and by
river and coastwise steamers, during tne past six
or seven years, 1 desire to express an opinion as to
the care exercigsed by the various transportation
companies in providing suitable means to protect
the lives of their passengers and to relieve the sufl-
ferings of those injured by accidents

Nearly all the cowpanics enact salutary rules,
which, if obeyed, wonld largely diminish the num-
ber of casualties; but the desire to make large
profits causes them to select muany incompetent
men, and then we have the Inevitatle
resulis—malming, scalding, burning  and
deaths, With the exception of a medicine
chest on some of the steamboats, 1 koow
01 no company, elther steamboat or railroad, which
has the materials at hand to enable the sargeon,
wio may by chauce be on the spot at jhe time of
disaster, to aford relief. Hence hours of agony are
endured by the wounded and many lives lost b
delay 10 appiying sppropriate treatment in eac
case, 1t caunot be expected that o puysician who
is travelling shall carry all the medical and surgt-
cal appliances of his profession. All needed
articles should be part of the equipment of the
train. 1 ouce atiended a case of laudanum po'son-
ing on the Erie Railroad, aud, for lack of an
emetic, the man died, allhough at the next sta-
tion—some twenty miles from the ‘poln[, where his
condition was first notlced—pnysicians were ready
t0 employ the necessary treatment for such cases;
but their services were of Do avai—the polson had
accompiisied (ts work,

I have been present at colligions, burnings, and
wreuktnP-e, and have fortunately been of some ser-
vice, a8 | always carry a pocket case of instruments
and some ancayne; but 1 have been ouligea to see
much avoldable suffering when my scanty supply
of wedleal stores has been exhansted. It [s seldom
that liquor In some form cannot be found on the
train among the passengers. In one case where it
was absolutely necessary to adimnister stimulants
to n wounded man, | searched the train thrgugh
and found one fask of brandy with & few ouhces
only remaining, which the owner sent to the
suferer after he and his friend had taken
a  “parting  driok!" Hod  the  raroad
company made suitable provision for ac-
cldents this man might have becn alive to-day.

1 would suggest, in view of the apparently unavoid-
able aceldents, that each passenger train be su
piled with a Jack, to be used In raising a wreok,
under which may lle one or more disabied men or
women ; & case of surgical lnstruments and ban-
dages, and a medi chest contalping ether,

ROGER’S IRISH RECORD.

His Habit of Going After the Tipperary

It 18 pomewhat singulnr to see the interest taken
out here in the developments of the famous Tich-
borne claimant's case in England. HRenewed in-
terest was recently excited by the publication of a
private letter from John Crowley, & well known
veterinary surgeon of this city, to a newspaper
friend, in which the statementis made that he (the
writer of the letter) was personally acquainted
with Roger Tichborne early in life, and served him
in the capacity of riding master, Agreeubly to in-
structions your correspondent called opon Mr.
Crowley last evening with o view of eliciting from
him more detalled information concerning his
knowleage of Roger than he has heretofore made
public. Mr. Crowley was found at his ofice at the
Itvery stable of the Bt, Nicholas Hosel, and after he
had attended to a caller who was present to secure
his veterinary services for the morrow, welcomea
Yyoor correspondent,

MR, CROWLEY

is a gentleman of the old school, who, while rigidly
majntaining an old time dignity, eccasicnally
brightens up and becomes guite loguacions, and
wilty, also, alter the manner of his countrymen.
He 18 medium s1zed, dark in complexion, with halr
liberally aprinkled gray, and walks as ercctly and
with as mueh precision as though all his lfe a sol-
dler. After your correspondent had seated himsell
and produoced tue inevitable note book the follow-
ing conversation ensued :—

CORRESPONDENT—Mr, Crowley, at the request of
the NEw Yorx HERALD, I have called upon you to
learn such facts connected with your Knowledge
of Roger Tichborne as you may feel willing to com-
municate,

Mr. CROWLEY—Well, T had not originally in-
tended to make public anything concerning the
matter; but iInasmach a8 1t appears to have been
made publie, at least partially, I may as well tell
the whole story, and the NEw YORx HuRALD will
probably make 1t more fully known {in this country
and In England than any other paper.
