London, Sept. 13. 1873.
The London Times in its issue to-day treats

the subject of Ceesarism in America editorially,
using -the argument that a change in the

Presidency of the United States would be a

great reform, and ought to be welcome to the

people, if possible, as a means of effecting the
extinction in America of a system of constant
re-eleotion of the Executive and its attendant
evils, inasmuch as the present plan fails to
secure to the community the benefits which
were expected from it, or involves the presence

of evils greater than these which it was
fmrnofl In nrovonf

The writer goes on to say:."We cannot be

surprised that a time should come when
George Washington's example in refusing
three Presidential terms should be called in

question, and when the people of the United
States may be asked to express, by a third
vote, exceptional confidence in General Grant
It appears from our American correspondent's
special letter that General Grant is not unwilling,

and that his friends, who are eager
for such a result and are pressing his personal

claims to the honor, are considerable
both in number and influence. To him belongsthe credit' of having cut down the late
rebellion against the Union, and the man who
has thus saved the country will be taken by
many Americans to be presumably the fittest

person to govern it^ There can be no doubt
that the election of President Grant to a

third term of office may have important consequences;

consequences not intended by
those who have suggested it. A third Pres-
idential term may bo followed by a fourth,
and the lease of power may be again renewed
until it is terminated only by the failing health
or the termination of the life of the holder of
the office. It may well oome in this way to be
an understood thing that the American President

shall be elected for life, and that his

re-election, taken at the end of each four years
of the period, will be merely nominal, or, at

most, used as a safeguard against the perpetration
of any scandalous abuse of power. It

would be a great and important change, if
tfiia were to occur; one that would not fail
to largely influence the general state of

politics in America. There are many ways
in which it might appear desirable. The rule
which has been hitherto followed has, certainly,
not worked so well that there would seem to be
no room forimprovement Elections, without
limit hi number, from the conduct of which
the better portion of society is excluded, are

not 00 great a public good in themselves that
we should wish them to be preserved in the

spirit as in the letter of the wishes of their
founders. We may dismiss the notion that

despotism would be likely to result from a

perpetual re-election of the American President,
although this was a real terror to the

minds of the Revolutionary heroes who had

just emancipated themselves from the role of
a king. The only question would be whether
the new custom of Presidential tenure would
tend in any degree to cure the evils of the old ;
whether the process of election would be
purer when the ultimate prize would be greater
and better worth contending for. With all
these weapons of argument all must dependupon the manner in which any changeinthe present system is worked. It may increase

the existing corruption, so far ns such
a ohange in the American Presidential election

system is possible. It may, and we believe
it more likely would, be beneficial, both

in its immediate and more remoto consequences.*It would be likely to secure to the

people of the United States the services of
better men and to render the process of their

Appointment to office less degrading to themaelvea
and oil concerned in it. The details of

an American PreBidential election are on

this side of the Atlantic with amusement vn<*
disgust, and there are many evidences which
go to show that they are looked on in much
the same way in America. It would be worth
while to try a plan which could do little harm
and might do much good. It is the simplest
plan of reform which was ever carried out or

suggested."

on the 25th ult. lor New York, l'auama has been the
Bcene ol intense political excitement and of more
bloodshed. For many years past the society here
has not been in a condition so unsettled as at
present. A complete want of confidence and a

teeilug ol insecurity prevails throughout tho community.
On the afternoon of tbe 28th ult. one of tbo most

disgraceful acta of bloodshed known to Panama occurred,by which two respectable citizens of
Colombia were hurried Into eternity, Colonel Uscatequland Seflor Manuel de Jesus liermudez.
The facts are as lollows:.
Colonel Uscatequl, for two years past, had been

commander of the national troops stationed on
the Isthmus for the protection of the transit of
foreign property. During the revolution here ou
the 5th of April last he called out his troops and
took an active part in protecting the life of the
deposed President of the State of Panama, General
Neira; although, as commander of the national
forces sent here, in accordance with existing
treaties with the United States, for a special nationalpurpose, he had no right to do so. Again,
ou the 7th of May, he led out his lorceB against tne
revolutionary party, defeated thein, and was the
cauae of tbe recall and reinstatement of
President Neira, who, In the mean ue,
hud been banished. After the events of
the "th of May a coldness sprung up

'

between L'sratequl and the government oi Neira,
and the latter had suiUclent proof of the Colonel's
detection, and his collusion with the opposition
party, to feel itself Justified in issulni? an order lor
tils arrest. An order was Issued by tbe executive
to arrest Uscacequi and place him in conOnement.
An nour or two later the unfortunate inan was
sitting In front of the Grand Hotel, when a squad
of poUce. armed with rifles, approached and in-
lormcd him that he was a prisoner.
Uscatequl entered the hotel, drew his revolver,

and said he would not allow himself to t>e degraded
by such an insult as to be carried to prison by
police, but would give himself into custody of any
respectable citizen. An order was given to tune
him at all hazards.
