#Snortly before moon yesterday morolog a lurge

Ata rough guess about
500 men were present. hme, Villaverde, who
presonted the company of men who went out to
join the Virginins, through the hands of General
Barnabe Varona, with a flag, waa also present, an
Aatfentive lstener to all that transpired.

OPENING OF THE MEETING.

At a few minutes past twelve o'clock the meet-
ing was organized, and the Cuban patriot Hilario
Cisneroa waa appointed Pregident, and Mr. Antonio,
2 member of the Cuban Congress, was appointed
Becrotary.

THE PRESENT CANOE \rovAul IN THE CARIBUEAN

Owing to the lmposslhlll:_r of getting tools to
work with we were uuable for mounths to gete
canoe bullt. Finally we got to work near La Plata
River, and the boat was built in our spare mo-
mentd, the war belng very ot about La Plata at
that time, and we had to fight when not at our
ghipyard. The boat was constructed from a large
colton tree (“meba’” wood), and was 20 (et long
by 4% wide, and had eignt thwarts, I started on
tne 20th of October, at four o'ciock, on & bright,
clear day. The party consisted of myself, Major
Begoties (now in Jamaica), and Mr. Anton Suarez,

& nephew of General Villegas, President
of the Amigos de Cuba Soclety, 1 thia
city. In addition to this we had a mulatto

woman in very delicate health and her child of six
years ol age. The remainder of the %uru were
negroes, who all intend returning to the revolu-
tioh a8 Soon as possible. On our voyage we did not
sight o eingle crait of any description. Our de-
gmtcnnl from the government for Jamuica and New
ork were taken the utmost cars of, our great fesr
being lest they should be damaged by the salt
water. We took nothing but sweet potatoes,
roasted, and plenty of water, We had o satl made
of blankets and hammocks, which served its pur-
pose ndmirnn:gﬂ The boat's gunwale was but fif-
tecn inches ve the surfuce of the water. The
wind was favorabie, and fity hours later, after a

Emnm voyi we arrived as the town of Ocho
o3 (Eight Rivers), in Jamalcn, where we were
kindly received by the inhabitants. I then ob-

tained caris to transport the party to Bpanish-
town, which s sltuated about forty-five miles dis-
tans from Eight Rivers, where we took the train
1or Kingston, and arrived there on the 2éth of Octo-
ber, and left Kingston by the Atias on the 301h.
THE VIRGINIUS HAD LEFT

a few hours belore our arrival, so I missed seeing
my oli companions and friends, n and Varona.
In my opinion Ryan wasa bold and feariess tellow.

The origin of
the evil. according to the Voz, 18 obvious, and has
been demonstrated so often as not to need repe-
tition. Gold has risen to very high rates, and at
present is quoted at Alty per cent premium, This
fact aloue answers for incalculable damages to the
commercial Interests of the country.

Capture of the Virginius.
HAvVANA, Nov, 5—P. M.

As 1 close my letter I am adwised 'of the reception
last night by the Captaln. General of a telegram
announcing the capture by the Spanisn gunboats
of the steamer Virginius within the waters of
Jamaica and between Jamaica and Santingo de
Cuba.

The Spaniards captured the steamer and 136 ex-
peditionists, among- whom are said to be the
chiefs Bernabs de Varona, alins- Bembeta; Ryan,
Jesus del S0l aud Santa Rosa, All these are now
prisoners at Santingo de Cuba, and proceedings

are to-day commenced agalnst them. This news
has spread like wild-fire throughout the city and
created immense exeitement.

But Mr. Hall replies
there 18 some interrnption of the tele-
graphie- line between Havana and Santiago de
Caba, and:as yet he has been unable to learn any
particulars, A despatch from Mintster Stckles
states that the Madrid government had no -
formation of the execution untii after it had oc-
curred. Mr, Hall informs the Secretary that he
bas taken the necessary steps to learn all the
particulars apd will communicate them to the de-
partment immediately after their receipt. The
only information the government now has ia the
fact that the Virginius was captured and several
persons on her “Bxecuted ; but as o what waters
or under what clrcumstances the vessel was cap-
tured no infermation has been recelved. Until

these f(acta are known officlally the govern-
ment will take mno action In  the mat-
ter. The question belng a very delicate

one, it 13 not the intentlon of our anthorities
o take any step which cannot be maintalued.
Under the luw of nations the Spanish gunboat
Tornado had s right to overhaul the Virginins if
she was caught in an llegitimate act within three
miles of the Santiago de Cuba shore, On the other
kand, if the Virginius was cavght In an ilegiti-
mate act within the prescribed distance
and attempted to get away, the question us to
whether the Tornado had the right to chase
Ler beyond {he-distance of 81X miles from the shore
is an undecided one, some writers on international
law having contwended that a vessel caughtin an
{llegitimate aot within the three mles may be
chased and overhauled on the high seas beyond
the distance of six miles irom shore. Again, if the
vessel was captured within three mlles of the
ooast of Jamalca, as it has has been stated, the
matter will be noticed by the Engiish goverument,

Our government (8 not satisfled that the Vir-
ginius 18 entitled to the protection of the United
States. Itis troe that she sailed irom New York
under an Amercan register, but It has been
charged that she was sold to Quesada some fiftcen
or eighteen montha ago at Curigoa, and fince that
time bas been salling under both the Cuban and
the Venesuelan flags, and {rf that charge
ghould turm our to be srne she cannot
receive the protection of our government.
Hence no action will be taken towards protecting
the vessel until al! the above questions shall have
been decided.
