Gencral Burriel embarked on
the stemoer Trinidad for Havana before Commo-
dore De Horsey came ashore,

IMPORTANT FROM WASHINGTON,

The Seccretary of the Navy Department
Countermands Previous Orders.
WASHINGTON, Nov. 24, 1873,

The Secretary of the Navy to-day directed that
erders he issued to suspend work on the iron-clads,
mnd to detach from the large veesels recently or-
dered Into commission all oMcerg, to await fur-
ther orders. Transportation of ordnance stores
to Key West will aleo be stopped.

There i# no possibility, it is sald, of settling the
diplomatic controveray between Spain and the
United States for many monthe to come, which ac-
counts for the orders for retrenchment.

Notwithstanding the change in the tone of the
administration organg from & warlike alr to that
of piplog peace, there Is no falling off in the order
of prepurations at the Navy Yard of this station,
Tne buginess of each department is being prose-
cuted with nuwonted vigor, and when the daylight
fades the gas burners are 1it, and the profits of the
gas company are increased a hundredfold. The
mechanics are doing well, and are earning consid.
erable mouey in making over time. The yard yes-
terday wae in a shockingly muoddy condition, as 18
alwaye the cage during rainy weatber., This state
of affairs could be readily remedied at the
triing expenditure of the amount requisite
tn pave ihe streets. It is mnot creditable to
the government to permit such a neglect to
exiet o long on such an important station, Plenty
of lanorers and pavers are now out of employment
who would gladly serve Unecle sam by laying a
proper pavement and cleaning the yard thoroughly
were the opportynity aforded them. Owing to
the storm and the lull in the war excitement there
were not many visitors to the yard yesterday
other than prominent ward politiclans, adhercnta
of the administration, who came o urge the em-
ployment of certain party workers “here, there or
elsewhere'’ in the Navy Yard, All these men are
indignant with the Becretary of State for weaken-
ing in the attitude taken upon the Cuban ques-

tion. There were all sorts of rumors ciroulated to
the effect that work would be aiscontinued upon
the Cdlorado, Minnesota, Flu:u'llia1 Roanoke
and Dictator, as there was no longer any
dunger of war. Inquiry made by the writer
of Captain Ransom, however, showed that, as
above stated, the work of preparaslon would be
pushed forward with all possible vigor, and ae
hoped to have the Colorado ready to go Into com-
mission in the early part of next week. The only
delay will be to oblain a crew. Bhe will require

A WITNESS OF THE MURDERS,

A New Yorker Tells the Story=Imprison=
ment of G. W. Sherman, s United
Btates Citizen, for Making a Sketch of
the PFirst Execution—Cavairy Horses
Ridden Over the Corpses of the Mur-
dered Men.

Among the pagecngers from Havana, on the lagt
voyage of the mail steamer City of New York was
Mr. George W. Sherman, an American citizen who
wus present at Santiago de Cuba upon the occagion
of the recent irightiul massacre or the crew and
pasgengers of the American steamship Virginins,

Yesterday afternoon a HERALD reporter pad a
visit to the National Hotel, In Cortlandt strect, and
alter scanning the numerous visitors seated in the
receprion Toem saw among tbem a dark com-
plexioned gentleman, wearing a ‘‘chalico” vest,
with “becerro birado" shoes and a large pith bat,
or sgombrero, In answer to a question from the
reporter Mr. Sherman, for such he proved to be,
replied that be had arrived from Bantiago de
Cuba, where he had been imprisoned by the Span-
1gh autiorities for taking sketches of the butchery
of the first vietimse—viz., José Jeaua del Sol, Pedro
Cespedes, General W, A, C. Ryan and General
Bérnabé Varona.

The following is the story given by Mr. Bher-

man :—
A GRAPHIC DESCRIPTION.

] have been residing for some time back in San-
tiago de Cuba, and saw several of the wholesale
executions or butcheries, 1will give you the fol-
lowing detalls of the first four men Killed, pre-
fucing 1t with the remark that I saw the Virginius
brought into the port of Santiago de Cnba, on the
evening of the 1st inst., the time being five o'clock
ag nearly as1 can remember, witlhr the Spanish
colors flying, Of course you know all about the
hasty trial and Burriel's excuse for not replying to
the urgent letters of Vice Consul Mmith, on
account of hie religious observance of All Saints
day. The glaughter house where the first
butchery took place is about 1,600 feet squnare,
which gives a lineal frontage to each side
of about 400 feet., The men in gnestion were

builaing of about 13 or 14 feet in height (ln which
are imbedded thouganas of bullets), with an over-
hanging rool, while on the ground a gutter has
been constructed to receive the raln which may
trickle (rom off the roof, Ryan refused to kneel,
although repeated efforts were made to make hm
do s0. I knew it wag Ryan, because he had no
beard or mustache, The men were all bound and
placed near the gutter just deseribed. After many
rounds had been fired the men were considered
dead, but it was found that Ryan was not dead,
and a aword was plunged into his body—but not
into s heart as stated, The first blows giyen
were into his abdomen. The soldiera who had
been detalled to do {his work by General Burriel

QUARANTINE MATTERS.

The season of rigid quarantine restriction which
terminated a lew Weeks since was a busy and anx-
lous one, and but few persons in this section of
the country were more delighted at the appear-
ance of frost than were the officers attached to
the station on Staten Island,

On the 15th of October the Lower Bay quarans
tine was ralsed, At that time sickness bad nearly
ceased on board arriving vessels, though the port
of New Orleans was more to be dreaded than
any other, the change in the weather per-

mitting inspections to pe made In the Upper
Bay. On the 18t Instant the quarantine
for all domestic ports was ralsed, and now vessels
from fore d are only sublected to the pre-
cautlonary measures which exist throughout the
year, detentions peing confined to those that are
lound with sickness on board. Since the raising
of the quarantine three or four cuses of smallpox
have been lound on vessels from English and Ger-
man ports, and @ lew cases of ship fever divided
am the hundreds of arrivals, There. have also
been eted several cases of yellow fever amon,
seamen belonging to the United States Navy, sen
from New Urleans to the Brooklyn yard, and somo
of tuege have ﬁrnd atal, No cuses of cholery
have appenred hin weeks.

The malignant type of yellow fever which hes
been provalent on the South American cgast for
saveral years, during the season just and
gimilar to preceding it, resched places
which have & weekly commerce with New

York, and this made the period of quarantine
particularly active. As unnounced by the Health
UMlicer about & month siuce, over 60 cases of yel-

low fever reached this port during the season, and
many of them, despite the care whlch they re-
celved, proved fatal It 1s easily proven by statis-
tics that Havana has furnlshed one-third and the
Coban ports generally one-nalf the entire sickness
that comes to our port. And it can also be provem:
that if the p:n of Havano and others on that const
were made healthy, as M capable of being done
uader proger ganitary reguiations, the sickness
reaching New York would be diminished nine-
tenths, or the risk in that proportiion,

THE LABOR CRISIS IN PATERSON.

Mass Meeting Last Night to Deviie =
Plan of Relief.

There being conslaerable dissatisfaction abont
the plan of rellel proposed by the Paterson city
guthorities, and the fact that there was a manifest
lack of disposition on the part of the public to co®
operate in the proposed plan by subscribing to the
city bonds, Mayor Townsend acceded to a wide-
spread sentiment, and called a public meeting,
which was held last night o the wigwam 10 Broad-
way of that city.

The object of the meeting was, of course, sup-
posed to be the formation of a plan to ala the suf-
fering poor, who now begin to become dependent
for sustenance in Jarge numbers upon the benevo-
lence of those more favored in worldly goods.

There was plenty of individual charity, bai there
Wwas 80 much want of system that it dia not extend
to anything like the dimensions desired. To cou-
solidate the general ldeas, which every one had to
offer, Into some practical whole, was the object
which induced the caling of the meeting.

The meetl was called to order by Mayor
Townsend and o ized by the selection of ex-
Mayor John Ryle ns Chairman, and the usual secre-
taries, together with a st of vice presidents, com-
posed entirely of ex-Mayors. Among thuse who
ppoke were Rev. Mossrs. Magie, Ularke and others,
